From 1-70, take exit 303

You will come to a stop light on the road (a mile or two on that road), Turn Left.
This is the 12th Street access point to Fort Riley. Once here, you will need to stop

at the registration center.
Be sure to have a valid ID, proof of insurance and registration.

From registration center, go a few blocks until you see Buffalo Soldier Road. Turn

right onto Buffalo Soldier Road. Take it to the end, where you’ll run into Huebner Road.

Turn Left onto Huebner Road. You will be on Huebner Road for several miles. You will come to a red light,

continue straight. Barry Avenue should be the second road on the left after the light. Turn on to Barry Avenue

and Carr Hall is the first building on the left. You will see a chapel cross the street from Carr Hall.
