REPAIR HOME 
Bowling Green—February 5, 2004--For the past few years Ms. Glenda Johnson and her two grandchildren had been living in their home in Rhoda dreading every time it rained.  The roof on their home was in very poor shape and had developed numerous leaks.  In turn, these leaks had caused her ceiling to become water damaged and she was afraid that the entire ceiling would eventually tumble down on their heads.  She was told by a friend to contact Rural Development (an agency of the United States Department of Agriculture).  She was skeptical at first since she had never even heard of Rural Development but went ahead and scheduled a home visit with the agency.  During her home visit she completed an application for services and a repair list was prepared.  After obtaining bids for the work to be completed, Ms. Johnson was able to have the repair work started on her home through Rural Development’s Section 504 home repair loan program.  Now that the repairs have been completed, Ms. Johnson no longer dreads the sound of raindrops on her roof.  
Rural Development provides low interest loans to credit worthy families with limited incomes to repair homes that they own.  Elderly families can qualify for grant assistance under certain circumstances.  Loans under this program are very affordable with a payment of approximately $4.60 per month for every $1000 borrowed.
If your home lacks essential services (public water, bathroom or plumbing, or a new roof) and you are unable to afford the repairs yourself you can start your family on a path to a better home by applying today.  Join Ms. Johnson, and many other Edmonson County families, in taking advantage of the services offered by USDA’s Rural Development agency.
