USDA Approves Loan for Day Care Center
EAST LANSING, Mich. – March 2, 2004 – The U.S. Department of Agriculture has approved a $775,000 loan to Bright Starts Enrichment Program, Inc. for a new day care center in Mt. Pleasant.
“This project advances the Bush Administration’s goal to improve the quality of life in rural communities. When completed, this center will definitely improve the quality of life for the children and parents it serves,” said Dale Sherwin, state director for USDA Rural Development.

The loan will be provided through Rural Development’s community facilities program. The funds will be used to build an 8,000-square-foot child care facility. The planned facility will accommodate about 130 children and will include classrooms, kitchen and laundry facilities and a gymnasium.

Terms of the loan include an annual interest rate of 4.5 percent over 30 years. The funds will be available once the terms and conditions of the loan are met.
