Lake Linden Approved for USDA Fire Truck Grant
EAST LANSING, Mich. – March 2, 2004 – The U.S. Department of Agriculture has approved a $46,000 grant to the village of Lake Linden for the purchase of a new fire truck.
“This grant demonstrates the Bush Administration’s emphasis on emergency preparedness in rural areas,” said Dale Sherwin, state director for USDA Rural Development.

Rural Development has approved a community facilities grant for Lake Linden to replace its current pumper truck. The existing pumper is 31-years-old and is no longer reliable. The grant will be combined with a $73,500 loan from Rural Development that was approved in 2003. 
The village of Lake Linden provides fire protection service to about 1,081 rural residents. The funds will be awarded once the terms and conditions of the grant are met.
