USDA Approves Loan for Secord Township Hall
EAST LANSING, Mich. – July 1, 2004 – The U.S. Department of Agriculture has approved a $260,000 loan to Secord Township for the construction of a new township hall.

“This funding demonstrates the Bush Administration’s commitment to improving the quality of life in rural America,” said Dale Sherwin, state director for USDA Rural Development.

Secord Township will use the loan from Rural Development to build a new 3,750-square-foot facility that will include office space and meeting rooms as well as kitchen. The new facility will replace the current township hall that was built in 1934 as a one-room school house. 

Funding of the project will be contingent upon meeting the conditions of the loan and grant agreements. Terms of the loan include an annual interest rate of 4.375 percent over 30 years.
