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USDA Approves Funds for Springport Water Project
EAST LANSING, Mich. – Jan. 20, 2004 – The U.S. Department of Agriculture has approved an additional $500,000 in funding for village of Springport’s water system improvements project.

“This funding demonstrates the Bush Administration’s commitment to sustaining rural communities. The planned improvements will insure safe drinking water for village residents and allow for future growth,” said Dale Sherwin, state director for USDA Rural Development.
The additional funds from Rural Development include a grant of $375,000 and a loan of $125,000. Rural Development provided initial funding of $2,842,000 for the water system improvement project. The subsequent funding was made necessary after bids for the project were higher than anticipated. 
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
