MCINTOSH, Minn., April 1 -- USDA Rural Development State Director Colleen Landkamer visited McIntosh today to officially award a $1,875,000 direct loan and a $250,000 guaranteed loan to help McIntosh Senior Living purchase a nursing home. 
 
“Everyone involved with McIntosh Senior Living deserves congratulations for stepping up and preserving this valuable community asset,” Landkamer said. “I’m proud that the USDA could play a role in this project, which improves healthcare access, creates and saves jobs and improves the overall quality of life in McIntosh and surrounding communities.” 
 
McIntosh Senior Living was formed in the spring of 2009 with the goal of saving the local nursing home. The home had been foreclosed and experienced management issues. The Rural Development funding helped McIntosh Senior Living save the nursing home and ensure that residents have an additional option for quality long-term healthcare in the region.
 
"I am thankful that our facility received this opportunity from the USDA.  It is truly a new beginning,” said Sharlene Knutson, Assistant Administrator at the home. “We are blessed to have community members that took a stand and believe in the facility.  Our facility has gone through many changes in this past year and we are fortunate to have dedicated staff who believes in providing quality care."  
 
Darrel Johnson, Vice Chair of the McIntosh Senior Living board added: "At a time when jobs are so important, I appreciate the fact that not only were jobs saved through the USDA program, but that McIntosh Senior Living will continue to provide good health care to those who need it."

The funds were awarded through Rural Development’s community facilities program, which helps finance essential community facilities for public use in rural areas. These facilities include childcare centers, hospitals, medical clinics, assisted living facilities, fire and rescue stations, police stations, community centers, public buildings and transportation. Through this program, USDA ensures that such facilities are available to all rural residents. These funds are available to public bodies, non-profit organizations and federally recognized Indian tribes. 
 
Direct loans are low-interest loans that come directly from the USDA. Guaranteed loans are loans made by traditional lenders and “guaranteed” by the USDA in the event of foreclosure. The lender for this project was Home Federal Savings Bank in Sartell, Minn.
 
Rural Development also finances home loans, water and sewer systems, businesses, renewable energy and other infrastructure in rural communities.
