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Tracy Kid’s World Celebrates Grand Opening
Building financed by USDA Rural Development, local fundraising efforts
TRACY, Minn., Aug. 22 – Tracy Kid’s World was officially unveiled on Friday afternoon. The new 11,532 square foot day-care center that also will offer head start services, community pre-school and after-school programs celebrated its grand opening with officials from the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Rural Development program.
“We know the community has supported this project and worked for it since day one,” said Steve Wenzel, State Director of USDA Rural Development in Minnesota. Rural Development helped finance the project with a $1.3 million low-interest loan and $100,000 grant.

“Quality child care services are essential to help us achieve President Bush’s vision of a strong rural America. Tracy Kid’s World will give young families another reason to return home to rural Minnesota to work and raise their children.”

The community also raised about $500,000 through fundraisers and donations. The adjacent elementary school sold the land to Tracy Kid’s World for $1 and the city of Tracy will deliver utilities to the site at no charge.

The center will be licensed for 74 children for daycare and 30 children for the after-school program and will have a total population in the service area of over 4,300. Tracy Kid’s World will also be collaborating with the Tracy Elementary school in providing space for their Early Childhood Family Education and preschool programs and with the local Head Start program.
Rural Development financed the project through its Community Facilities program, which finances essential community buildings such as hospitals, fire halls, day cares and emergency response vehicles in rural areas.
