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BUSINESS & INDUSTRY LOANS,

RURAL BUSINESS ENTERPRISE GRANTS

AND OTHER RBS PROGRAMS

I.   General:

A.    Under the Rural Community Advancement Program (RCAP), budget authority has been appropriated for Business & Industry Guaranteed Loans, Rural Business Enterprise Grants (RBEG) and Rural Business Opportunity Grants (RBOG).  Funds are also available for the following programs for Fiscal Year 2002: Intermediary Relending Program Loans, Rural Economic Development Loans and Grants, North American Development Bank Initiative (NADBank), and Armament Retooling and Manufacturing Support Initiative (ARMS).  Allocations have been made to States for B&I Guaranteed Loans, and Rural Business Enterprise Grants.  Every effort should be made to re-emphasize Rural Development's mission as a provider of affordable credit to those areas of greatest need.  No funding was appropriated for B&I Direct Loans this FY.

B.     Rural Area Eligibility.   For programs under the RCAP, the FY2002 Appropriations Bill specifies that assistance is limited to rural areas.   Rural area is defined as follows for the various RBS programs:

1.  B&I Guaranteed Loans.    All territory that is not within the outer boundary of any city having a population of 50,000 or more and the immediately adjacent urbanized and urbanizing area with a population density of more than 100 persons  per square mile.  Refer to RD Instruction 1980-E – 1980.402 and 1980.405 and 4279-B – 4279.108(c)

2.  Rural Business Opportunity Grant (RBOG) - Any area of the State not within the boundaries of a city with a population in excess of 10,000 inhabitants.  Refer to RD Instruction 4284-G  -  4284.603

3. Rural Business Enterprise Grant (RBEG) - Any area of the State not within the outer 

                  boundary of a city having population of 50,000 or more and the immediately adjacent 

                 urbanized and urbanizing areas with a population density of more than 100 persons per 

                  square mile.  Refer to RD Instruction 1942-G  -  1942.304.

4.  For all Business Programs:  The City of St. Joseph, Missouri, shall be considered a 

       rural area for Rural Development grants and loans relating to an application from a 

       farmer-owned cooperative, a majority of whose members reside in a rural area, for 

       the purchase and operation of a facility beneficial to the purpose of the cooperative.

     C.   Transfer of Funds
1.  Because the following programs are included in the RCAP, the State Director has the authority to transfer up to 20 percent of their initial State B&I Guaranteed Loan and RBEG allocations between programs.  Transfer requests received by the National Office by the third Tuesday of each month will be transferred by the first Tuesday of the following month.
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2.  The impact of transferring funds is dependent on the established loan subsidy factor amount.  The factor is .0374 for B&I Guaranteed Loans.  The impact of transfers is shown in the following examples using the maximum 20% limit for Missouri.

3.  When the State allocation of B&I Guaranteed funds is exhausted, we will request funds from the National Office reserve.  The State does not plan to convert RBEG funds to guaranteed funds when we can get funds from the National Office Guaranteed Loan reserve.

D.  Biobased Products and Bioenergy.  Executive Order 13134, Developing and Promoting Biobased Products and Bioenergy, signed by the President on August 12, 1999, contains criteria for agencies to follow in the creation and adoption of technologies needed to make biobased products and bioenergy cost-competitive in large national and international markets.  One of the fundamental goals articulated in the Executive Order is to promote national economic growth, with specific attention to rural economic interests through the conversion of renewable farm and forestry resources to affordable electricity, fuel, chemicals, pharmaceuticals, and other materials.  Employees are encouraged to work with these applicants and consider these applications, where allowed under current regulations, as priority applicants.  Further guidance will be provided under separate cover outlining guidelines to utilize in evaluating and processing these applications.

2.  Missouri's Allocation  -  $22,818,000 has been allocated to Missouri.  Area Office allocations are shown in Exhibit A, Page 12.


  3.  National Office Unrestricted Reserve

a.  Funds will be allocated on a monthly competitive basis for projects that best meet the Agency priorities.  Highest priority projects must be funded with State allocation to the extent possible.

To request funds from the National Office reserve, the following must be submitted to the State Office: (1) a Project Information/Fund Request Sheet using the format on page 13 of this exhibit and (2) a copy of Appendix C of RD Instruction 4279-B, Priority Points Scoring using the format shown on pages 14-16 of this exhibit.  The State Office will prepare a list of projects funded this fiscal year and a list of applications currently on hand using the format on page 17 of this exhibit.  It is, therefore, very important that all applications are properly updated in RCFTS.

b.  Requests for National Office reserve funds must be received in the National Office by the third Tuesday of the month to be considered for funding by the first Tuesday of the following month.  These requests must be received in the State Office by the second Tuesday of the month.

For projects not selected for funding, Area Office employees should contact the lender to advise them and determine if the lender wants the project to be reconsidered in the next monthly funding cycle.
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4.  RCFTS Monitoring  -  As part of the National Office effort to monitor RCFTS and submission  of post review material, an electronic copy of a completed Project Information/Fund Request and other documents must be submitted to the State Office, for all B&I loans obligated when the Conditional Commitment is accepted.  Refer to page 1 of Exhibit E of this AN

5.  Pooling of Funds – Funds that do not have an obligation date by June 30, 2002 will be pooled and revert to the National Office reserve. The pooled money will be available to all states on a competitive basis.

An emergency pooling of funds may be necessary to replenish the National Office Reserve.  If such a pooling becomes necessary, 30 days advance notice will be given.

Send a copy of all Forms RD 1940-10, Cancellation of Obligation, to the State Office for any de-obligations processed.  These must be submitted to the National Office by the State Office.

6.  Certified Lender Program (CLP).   The B&I regulations provide that a state may hold an amount of guaranteed funds in reserve for a certified lender, equal to a proposed loan, for 30 days pending receipt of the application from the lender, however, no guarantee authority will be held in reserve after the National Office pooling. The request should include the lender name, the project name, amount of loan and purpose of loan. National Office reserve funds can not be requested for this purpose nor can the State request money from the reserve if the State has funds outstanding.
7.  Percentage of B&I Loan Guarantee Over 80% and 1% Guarantee Fees
A limited amount of the annual national allocation for the B&I guaranteed loan program will be obligated with a percentage of guarantee exceeding 80%.  All requests for authority to approve loans having a percentage of guarantee exceeding 80% will be submitted to the National Office before the obligation of funds can be processed.  

Regulations provide for guaranteed fees of one percent and two percent.  All projects requesting a one percent guaranteed fee will have to be submitted to the National Office before the obligation can be processed.  

75% of the funds for EZ/EC/REAP have been reserved to be obligated at a percentage of guarantee in excess of 80% and 12% of the funds with a guarantee fee of 1%.
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Request must be in the National Office by the third Tuesday of the month to be processed by the first Tuesday of the following month.

It is our intention in Missouri to emphasize 80% guarantees and 2% guarantee fees.  If there is a request otherwise, a decision will be made on a case-by-case basis.

2.  Missouri's Allocation  -  $689,000 has been allocated to Missouri.  $78,700 of this amount has been allocated to each Area Office except Area 6 which received $79,000 for a total for the State of $551,200.  The remaining $137,800 will remain in the State Office for possible conversion to B&I Guaranteed funds.

3.  Reserve funds will be allocated to States for projects which best meet Agency priorities.  Highest priority projects must be funded with State allocations.  Set-aside funds can be requested from the National Office in the same manner as regular funds.

Additional funds should be requested by submitting a copy of the Priority Score Sheet (page 23 of this exhibit) and a Project Information/Fund Request sheet (page 13 of this exhibit).  A State Project List that will be prepared by the State Office (Page 22).

4.  There will be two funding cycles for the National Office reserve:  February 15, 2002 and June 28, 2002.  

5.  All RBEG funds (except the 20% set aside for conversion to the B&I guaranteed program), need to be obligated before the National Office reserve can be accessed.

6.  Pooling of Funds
All funds will be pooled June 30, 2002 except for Native Americans and  MS Delta. 

The final funding cycle for Lower MS Delta will be August 30, 2002.  Any funds remaining can be carried over to FY 2003.  
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III.   Funds Not Distributed to States

A.  Mississippi Delta Earmark Funds
1.  Funds will be used where at least 75% of the benefits of a project will be received by residents within one or more Lower MS Delta designated counties.  

Twenty-nine (29) counties in Missouri have been designated.  They include:  Bollinger, Butler, Cape Girardeau, Carter, Crawford, Dent, Douglas, Dunklin, Howell, Iron, Madison, Mississippi, New Madrid, Oregon, Ozark, Pemiscot, Perry, Phelps, Reynolds, Ripley, Ste. Genevieve, St. Francois, Scott, Shannon, Stoddard, Texas, Washington, Wayne and Wright.

2.  Earmarked funds are retained in the National Office reserve.  The following amounts 

are available nationally for this fiscal year.  Any unused funds, except IRP, can be carried over to FY2003.

B.  Empowerment Zone/Enterprise Community/Rural Economic Area Partnerships (EZ/EC/REAP)   The City of East Prairie is the only community currently eligible for these earmarked funds.

1.  Earmarked funds will be retained in the National Office reserve and are available until June 30, 2002 (must have obligation date of no later than June 30 2002).  The following amounts are available for national competition:

2.  When requesting earmarked money, copies of the benchmark documents identifying the project and the specific benchmark number will need to be part of the documents submitted.  At least 75% of the benefits of a project will be received by residents within the EZ/EC/REAP census tract boundaries.

3.  If a community elects to amend their strategic plan and benchmark documents to reflect a project, it would not be eligible for competition until after the project is adopted by the community, approved by the State Director and entered into the Office of Community Development benchmark tracking system.

4.  NOTE:  Areas designated as Rural Economic Area Partnerships (REAPS) are also part of these earmarked funds, however, Missouri has no REAP designated areas.

2.  All funds are retained in the National Office.  Applications must be received by the Agency prior to the first day of a quarter (10/1 - 1/1 - 4/1 - 7/1) to be considered during that quarter.  Applications will continue to be considered each quarter until it is selected for funding or has been considered in four consecutive quarterly cycles.

3.  Due to the large demand for this program, the following loan initiatives are being implemented for applications approved this fiscal year:


          Initial Loan Application:  The loan is limited to a maximum of $750,000 unless:



- the service area is not covered by another intermediary



- the State has not received any IRP funding the last two fiscal years, and

the proposed service area is an under-served area as defined in the 

National/State Strategic Plan.

In cases where all three of the above criteria are met and this is an initial loan application, a maximum loan of $1 Million will be considered.

Subsequent Loan Application:  All subsequent loan applications will be limited to a maximum of $750,000.  

4.  Requests for funds must be received in the National Office by the end of the first month following the end of the quarter in which the application was received.  Requests for IRP funding must include applicant's name, applicant location, date  application received in RD office, administrator's points justification (see section  4274.344 (C)(6),  a priority score sheet (pages 19-21 of this Exhibit) and a Project Information Fund Request Sheet (Page 13 of this Exhibit).  This information should be e-mailed to the State Office.

When considering Administrator points, based on severe economic problems, the key factor is whether the service area has experienced long-term (over the last 60 years) poverty, population decline or job deterioration.
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5.  IRP funds earmarked for EZ/EC/REAP, Mississippi Delta, or Native American Tribes may be requested in the same manner.   Funds earmarked for Native Americans and the Mississippi Delta will not be pooled.  EZ/EC/REAP earmarked funds will be pooled June 30, 2002 and revert to the regular IRP reserve.

D.   Rural Economic Development Loan Program
1.
$14,966,887.41 is available nationally for Fiscal Year 2002.

2.  Funds are retained in the National Office.  Applications will be processed in the field offices, however, the selection of projects will be made in the National Office based on national competition.

Applications and requests for funds must be received in the National Office prior to the first day of a quarter (10/1 - 1/1 - 4/1 - 7/1) to be considered each quarter until  selected for funding or considered in four consecutive quarterly cycles.   Applications should be submitted to the State Office for scoring at least two weeks prior to the funding cycle.


 3.  The maximum loan for any one project funded in FY02 will be $450,000.

E.  Rural Economic Development Grant Program

1.  $4,000,000 is available nationally for Fiscal Year 2002.

2.  Funds are retained in the National Office.  Applications will be processed in the field  offices, however, the selection of projects will be made in the National Office based on  national competition.

Applications and requests for funds must be received in the National Office prior to the  first day of a quarter (10/1 - 1/1 - 4/1 - 7/1) to be considered each quarter until selected for funding or considered in four consecutive quarterly cycles. Applications should be submitted to the State Office for scoring at least two weeks prior to the funding cycle.

3.  The maximum grant for any one project funded during FY2002 will be $200,000.

4.  Due to the limited funding for this program, approximately $1,000,000 will be allocated nationally each quarter.
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        F.  Rural Business Opportunity Grant (RBOG)

$5,100,000 is available for FY02.  This amount includes $1,000,000 earmarked for Native Americans, $1,000,000 earmarked for EZ/EC/REAP and $1,000,000 earmarked for Mississippi Delta Region Counties.

In order to better distribute the limited funds, no more than $50,000 can be allocated to a single applicant/project.   This limit does not apply to earmarked funds.  Third-party in-kind contributions can not be included in calculations for the leveraging priority criteria.

Except for Native American and Mississippi Delta earmarks, funds must have an obligation date of no later than June 30, 2002.  These earmarked funds will not be pooled.

G.  North America Development Bank (NADBank) Initiative

1.  Loans under this authority are to be processed in accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding between USDA and Treasury. Guidelines for the Community Adjustment and Investment Program (CAIP) are the RD Instructions 4279-A and 4279-B and processed as if they were regular B&I projects.  

2.  Exceptions include:  (1) provision that NADBank may pay the guarantee fee on behalf of the lender or the borrower;  (2) the $70,000 cost per job ceiling (computed on the guaranteed portion); and (3) the requirement that debt refinancing is restricted to less than half of the total loan amount are also exceptions to 4279-A and 4279-B. 

3.  NADBank eligible counties in Missouri include: Benton, Carter, Crawford, Pemiscot, St. Francois, Texas, Wright, Dallas and Miller.   (http://www.nadbank-caip.org)

4.  To request funds from this set-aside program, the Area Office must complete the form on pages 27-30 of this exhibit.
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     H.  The Armament Retooling and Manufacturing Support (ARMS) Initiative
1.  The only eligible area in Missouri includes Lake City Munitions Facility north of Independence, Missouri.

 2.  Loans are to be processed under provisions of the Memorandum of Understanding between USDA-RBS and the Army and RD Instruction 4279-A and 4279-B.  Provisions of the MOU take precedence over the regulations.  States do not have approval authority, therefore, all requests, including the complete case file, will be forwarded to the National Office with recommendations and request for approval authority.

       I.     Integrated Plant, Feedlot, and Animal Waste Digestion Unit.

A total of $3,000,000 of earmarked Rural Community Advancement Program funds are available for a grant for an integrated ethanol plant, feedlot, and animal waste digestion unit, to the extent matching funds from the Department of Energy are committed to the project prior to July 1, 2002.

        J.   Federal Home Loan Bank System Set Aside
1.  There is a $20,000,000 National Office set-aside for obligation of B&I Guaranteed loans made under the Memorandum of Understanding between the Federal Home Loan Bank System and Rural Development.  Loans must be processed under RD Instructions 4279-A and 4279-B.  Provisions of the MOU take precedence.

2.  Any funds not used will be pooled on August 30, 2002 and will be available from the National Office reserves for the regular Guaranteed Loan program.

3.  Request for funds under this program must be submitted using the format on page 13 of this exhibit.

   4.  Eligible areas for these funds are the targeted areas of the State.  The targeted 

counties are included in the State Strategic Plan for C&BP.  

K.    Domestic Lamb Assistance
1.  There is a $5,000,000 National Office set-aside for obligation of B&I Guaranteed Loan funds for assistance to finance real estate purchases and improvements, working capital, debt refinancing and equipment in domestic lamb packing and processing plans.
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2. The National Office has told us there are very few domestic lamb packing and processing plants in the Nation.  There are none in Missouri, therefore, this program probably won't be applicable to Missouri.

L.   Television Demonstration Grants (TV Demo)   -  Missouri is not a state currently eligible to receive TV Demo funding.

M.  Transportation.   There are two earmarks from RBEG funds held in the National Office reserve.   A $500,000 earmark and a $250,000 Native American earmark are available for the purpose of providing technical assistance for rural public transportation.  A public notice inviting preapplications for the rural transportation program is anticipated to be published in the Federal Register early in the calendar year.  That publication will also establish a time schedule for accepting and processing the preapplications.

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WATER AND WASTE DISPOSAL

I.     General Policies:

A.   Every effort will be made to re-emphasize our original mission as a provider of supervised and affordable credit to communities with the greatest need.  To the maximum extent possible, funds should be directed to the smallest communities with the lowest per capita incomes. This objective will be considered by the National Office when managing and distributing National Office reserves. The environmental requirements set forth in RUS Instruction 1794 apply to all Water and Waste projects.

B.   Priority should also be given to utilization of grant funds to areas which lack running water, flush toilets and modern sewage disposal systems and areas which have open sewers and high rates of disease caused by poor sanitation.  Applicants, whose projects are necessary to meet the Environmental Protection Agency arsenic rule, should also receive priority.  Champion Communities, as well as other targeted areas of the State, should also receive full consideration when planning for use of funds.  Applicants should be referred to commercial sources of credit if your analysis indicates they may be able to obtain such credit and maintain reasonable user rates, in accordance with Section 1780.7(d) and Staff Instruction 1780-6.  

C.  Continue to also emphasize the policy of regionalization, communities and systems working together to share water sources, treatment plants, etc.  User rates must continue to be monitored.  A rate of 1 ½% to 2% of the project’s median household income is expected.  Communication and coordination with DNR and CDBG at the Area Office level is extremely important.  All new preapplications and/or applications received must go through the Missouri Water & Waste Review Committee (MWWRC), however, the Area Office should continue to build rapport with the potential applicant during this process to move the project along.   Six copies of the proposal and the Preliminary Engineering Report are required and will be forwarded to CDBG so the proposals can be distributed to all applicable members of the MWWRC.  The six copies should be sent to: Holly Dentner, Department of Economic Development, Community Development Block Grant Program, P. O. Box 118, Jefferson City, MO  65102.

D.   For FY 2002, water and waste guaranteed loan funds are being allocated to the States as well as the direct loan funds and grant funds.  A guaranteed loan is not always appropriate, but may be a workable financing approach, or part of one, in some cases.  Some states have less potential for building the guaranteed program than others.  All states are expected to make serious efforts to use their guaranteed allocations and, if not successful, will provide documentation of those efforts.

E.   The Watershed; the Resource, Conservation & Development (RC&D); and the Emergency Community Water Assistance Grant (ECWAG) programs were not funded for FY02.  
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II.   Appropriations
A.  A single budget authority of $646,512,000 for the Water and Waste Direct loan and grant programs was appropriated under the Rural Community Advancement Program (RCAP).  The program level amounts to be made available for direct loans and grants were then determined by the National Office based on anticipated needs for the year.

B.  In Missouri, allocations for Water and Waste Disposal direct loan funds, grant funds and loan guarantees are being made to the Area Offices in an effort for all rural areas of the 

entire State to have the opportunity to benefit from the State's allocation. These allocations are the minimum expectations for the areas.  In order to use all funds allocated to the State, all employees should continue to promote this program and develop projects to the point of obligation of funds.  

Approximately 5% of the allocation will be kept in the State Office Reserve to be used as a match, or leverage, when requesting additional funds from the National Reserve.   If necessary, loan and grant funds may be pooled after the National Office mid-year pooling.   The National Office mid-year pooling is April 26, 2002.

C.   State Directors may transfer up to 25 percent of their initial direct loan and grant allocations between the two accounts.  The transfer of funds should be based on sound judgments, a thorough analysis of all available information and the State/National priorities.  Transfer of grant to loan will increase the total amount of funds available which might result in serving a larger number of projects and/or users.  However, serving more low income residents in sparsely populated areas may require a transfer from loan to grant to produce a higher level of grant funds.  The impact of transferring funds is dependent on the loan subsidy factor which is .0688.  The following examples show the impact of the maximum amount that can be transferred.



Maximum transfer of grant to direct loan:




$11,361,000  -  Initial grant allocation




$  2,840,250 -  25% of allocation




$  2,840,250   divided by .0688  =  41,282,703




$41,282,703- Direct loan allocation increase



   Maximum transfer from direct loan to grant:




$20,694,000  -  Initial direct loan allocation

Requests for transfers are limited to two during the year.  The State Office has to submit the requests to the National Office ten days before the National pooling dates.
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III.  Allocations to Missouri
A.   Our State allocation is based on basically a 65% direct loan to 35% grant ratio. Special effort will be needed to develop water and waste dockets that are within this ratio. The basic design policies, as discussed and agreed upon by the RDM's and RDS's at the November 29, 2000 meeting, will be followed. On projects where a grant is involved, you will need to take a hard look at the initial rates established on all new projects to insure that grant funds are not unduly subsidizing the user rates.  

A comparison should also be made of users rates based on commercial financing as part of the Area Office documentation of availability of other credit as required by Staff Instruction 1780-6.  By insuring that the rates are commensurate with true user affordability, we can use more loan dollars and thereby improve our loan to grant ratio and assist more rural residents. 

It will be important to use as much leveraged funds as possible to reduce grants.  This includes a contribution from the applicant as well as funds from other agencies.

B.  This will also be true on subsequent loans/grants.  Loan funds must be used to the maximum, which may require an increase in existing rates.  Grant funds will be a last resort for projects which have been bid and need additional funds.  If feasible, a loan should always be the first priority in this situation.  Before grant funds are considered, the bids should be re-evaluated to see if costs can be reduced within the amount of funds available. 

When requesting National Office Reserve Funds for projects that have experienced a Cost Overrun (COR), the request must include documentation to show how the COR meets the requirements of RUS Instruction 1780, section 1780.17 (f).  

Adequate revenue bonds should have been voted prior to bidding to cover the project including cost overruns, therefore, lack of bonding authority should not be a reason to inject additional grant funds.  Project feasibility and user affordability will be the primary criteria considered in subsequent loans/grants as well as initial funding.  

C.   It is important that each Area Office use their allocation within their Area and allow their constituents to take full advantage of our programs.  Area and Local Office personnel must continue to perform outreach activities to encourage new applications and not rely strictly on proposals submitted to the Missouri Water and Waste Review Committee.  

Target dates must be set for the obligation of each docket being worked on so that funds are approved in an orderly process throughout the year.  This should reduce the number of obligations done at the last minute before pooling and the rush at the end of the year.

This will need to be a team effort.   This may be an opportunity to obtain additional loan and grant funds for projects in the State.

We expect each Area Office to have on hand and develop, ready for approval, as of September 30, 2002, water and waste applications in an amount of up to 150% of this year's Area Office allocation.  
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IV.  Funds Retained in the National Office:

A. Enterprise Communities (EZ/EC).   East Prairie is currently the only community to qualify for EC funds.  $30,973,837 in loan and $25,300,000 in grant funds are earmarked for EZ/EC projects and is being held in the National Office reserve until June 30, 2002.  Projects should be modest in design, size and cost to allow for the best utilization of funds and serve the largest possible number of needy communities.  In Missouri, the Rural Development Manager is responsible for reviewing requests on behalf of the State Director to determine if the proposed project is specifically identified in the EZ/EC Strategic Plan and approved benchmark documents.  This determination should be documented and submitted with the request for set-aside funds.  An electronic version of Attachment 2 should also be submitted when requesting funds.  Any EZ/EC funds not obligated by June 30, 2002 will revert to the regular program reserve.  

B.  Technical Assistance and Training Grants (TAT) - and - Solid Waste Management Grants.    Funds for the Technical Assistance and Training (TAT) Grants and the Solid Waste Management Grants will be retained and obligated by the National Office.  $17,465,000 is available nationally for TAT and $3,500,000 is available for Solid Waste.  Applications should have been received in the State Office, Area Office or Local Office by December 31, 2001 for both of these programs to compete for FY02 funds.  If the application is received in an Area or a Local Office, they should date stamp the receipt date and forward all material to the State Office.

C.  Other Set-Aside Programs.  

Funds are also set aside for the Colonias (Section 306C Grants for Arizona, California, New Mexico and Texas); Native Americans (Section 306C Grants for members of Federally Recognized Native American Tribes); Rural Alaskan Native Villages; and Rural Economic Area partnership (REAP) Zones.

Missouri does not qualify to benefit from any of these three programs.

IV.   Requesting Funds Retained in the National Office

A.  Requests for National Office reserve funds can be made, after the approval docket is ready to be obligated, by completing the electronic Attachment 2 to RUS Staff  Instruction 1780-5 and the Project Selection Criteria, RUS Bulletin 1780-1.  Both are attached to this exhibit.  These documents must be submitted to the State Office with the approval docket.   Include a description of the proposed facility describing how the project funds will be used.  The number of users added or benefited and any significant or unusual circumstances should also be included.  States can make requests only after their entire allocation has been used or set aside for specific projects.  
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B.  The National Office will normally review requests on hand by the middle of each  month.  If funds are not made available immediately, the request will be retained by the National Office for consideration as funds become available.  The National Office will give priority for use of reserve funds to projects in targeted areas, low income, leveraged funds and new users.  Any changes in the application or the request information will need to be conveyed to the National  Office, as applicable.  Priority will be given to projects in the State's targeted areas, Champion Communities, projects which include leveraging and small communities with low per capita income.

      V.   Pooling of Funds
A.  The National Office mid-year pooling will occur on April 26, 2002.  On or before that date, the State should obligate at least half of the FY02 allocation.  All funds from the first half of the allocation, which have not been obligated, will be returned to the National Office reserve.

 B.   Pooling for the end of the year will be August 2, 2002.

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COMMUNITY FACILITIES

General:  The Appropriations Act for FY 2002 included all Community Facility (CF) funds in the Rural Community Advancement Program (RCAP).  RCAP provides for transfers in budget authority between some of the CF programs.

Allocations:  Community Facility funds received for Missouri include: $5,855,000 direct loan; $3,819,000 guaranteed and $207,000 grant.  In Missouri, all Community Facility Guaranteed and Direct Loan funds are being allocated to Area Offices as shown on page 3 of this exhibit.

CF Grant:  All of the CF grant funds will also be allocated to Area Offices.  The maximum amount of a grant from the State allocation is $103,500 (1/2 of State allocation).   Funds from the National Office reserve can be requested only twice during the fiscal year. The requests must be in the National Office by May 10, 2002 and August 23, 2002 to be considered.  The maximum request to the National Office Reserve is $100,000 except for grants serving EC’s. 

For each grant application approved, the Area Office must document that the minimum grant amount needed to achieve financial feasibility for the project has been determined.  A copy of this analysis must be kept in the project file.

RCDI:  Congress appropriated $6,000,000 for the Rural Community Development Initiative (RCDI) to be used to develop the capacity and ability of private, nonprofit, community-based housing and community development organizations and low-income rural communities, to undertake projects to improve housing, community facilities, and community and economic development projects in rural areas.  A NOFA on implementing this program will be forthcoming.

EZ/EC:  The Appropriations Act provided an earmark of $3,001,841 for loan and $1,000,000 for grant funds for EZ/EC communities.  Guaranteed loan funds will also be available.  To request EZ/EC funds, Guide 26 of RD Instruction 1942-A or RD Form Letter 3570-B-1, as appropriate, should be submitted to the State Office at any time.   Requests for EZ/EC funds must be received in the National Office by April 19, 2002.  Projects using EZ/EC funds  must be obligated by June 30, 2002.

Special Initiatives:  Congress has appropriated funding for several special initiatives, including funds for improvements to tribal colleges.  Funding may also become available for grants for facilities in communities with extreme unemployment and severe economic depression.  Guidance on the implementation of these initiatives will be provided as it becomes available.

Conversion of Funds:  State Directors will have the flexibility to transfer up to 25 percent of their initial allocations from the direct loan to the grant allocation.  Each State is limited to no more than two transfers during the year.  States should access the National Office reserve to meet their needs before transferring funds between programs.  
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The transfer of funds between programs should be consistent with sound judgment and the State’s strategic plan.  Factors to consider include the demand for funds in the program from
which the funds would be transferred; insufficient funds in the program to which the funds would be transferred; and insufficient funds in the National Office reserve.  The population and per capita income of the community that would benefit from the project should be equal to or less than that of a community that would benefit from the program where the funds are transferred from, based on the State’s applications on hand.

For FY 2002, the guaranteed loan program has a negative subsidy rate.  Therefore, it will not be possible to transfer budget authority from the guaranteed loan program to the direct loan or grant program.  Due to the demand for CF grant funds, transfers of  budget authority can be made into, but not out of that program.

The subsidy factor for Direct Community Facility loans is .0543.  The following example shows the impact of the maximum amount that can be transferred:

   Maximum transfer of Direct CF to CF Grant:


$5,855,000  -  Initial Direct Allocation


$1,463,750 -  25% of Initial Allocation


$1,463,750  times .0543= $79,480

National Office Reserve:  Except for special set-aside funds, National Office reserve funds may be requested after the State’s allocation has been allocated or obligated for particular projects.  Reserve funds can be requested by submitting Guide 26 to RD Instruction 1942-A (direct loan ), Exhibit C of RD Instruction 3575-A (guaranteed loan), or RD Form Letter 3570-B-1 (grant), as appropriate, to the State Director once the approval docket has been completed and the project is ready to obligate.   

Pooling:  At least one half of  all unobligated Community Facility Grant funds will be pooled on April 5, 2002, or as needed, from the Area Offices.  The final pooling date for Area Offices will be July 26, 2002.  The National Office mid-year pooling date is April 19, 2002 and the year-end pooling will be August 9, 2002.

At least one-half of al unobligated Community Facility direct and guaranteed funds may  be pooled from the Area Offices on April 5, 2002 if needed to meet the needs of other Area Offices.  National Office mid-year pooling  of Direct Loans and Guaranteed Loans is scheduled for April 19, 2002.  The State Office year-end pooling will be July 26, 2002.  The National Office Year-end pooling is scheduled for August 9, 2002.
