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USDA AWARDS $11.4 MILLION IN RURAL DEVELOPMENT GRANTS FOR EDUCATION AND MEDICAL SERVICE


WASHINGTON, October 2, 2001–The U.S. Department of Agriculture announced on September 30th, the selection of 45 Distance Learning and Telemedicine (DLT) grants totaling $11.4 million, providing greater educational opportunities and medical service to rural citizens in 26 states.


“These grants underscore our commitment at USDA to work with communities to develop and improve access to rural health care and education,” said Agriculture Secretary Ann M. Veneman.    

In total, 22 distance education grants ($5.1 million), and 23 telemedicine grants ($6.3 million) were selected for funding. The education projects will help 306 schools provide 152,678 students with educational tools to better equip them for the global digital economy.  An estimated two million rural residents will have access to better, faster, and more modern health care by more than 100 medical service providers participating in these projects.  


In Columbus, Nebraska, Crossroads Distance Learning Education Consortium (CDLEC) will use the $433,830 in USDA grant funds to create an interactive video network to provide a broadened curriculum and better preparation of post-secondary education for the students, staff and community adults of the ten participating school districts.  The school districts involved with this project include:  Columbus, David City, East Butler, High Plains, Humphrey, Osceola, Rising City, Schuyler, Shelby,  and Stromsburg.  USDA funds, matched with CDLEC funds, will be used to purchase digital equipment to interconnect the schools with one another.  The interactive video network will provide advance placement and college-level courses to students and will afford community involvement in the use of technology for personal and career development.  


The Mid-American Rehabilitation Telehealth Network (MRTN) is a hub and spoke telehealth system that will link community care centers and long-term care centers for patient consultation and treatment; education for patients, care providers, families and community members; support groups, family/patient visitation; and continuing education opportunities. The goal of this telehealth system is to assure that rural residents have immediate access to quality rehabilitation care.  The Madonna Rehabilitation Hospital in Lincoln is a member of the MRTN and received the $306,110 USDA grant for this telemedicine project, which will benefit approximately 90,000 rural residents.  Additional members of the MRTN include the Wilber Care Center, Ashland Care Center and Fremont Area Medical Center.  Specialists at Madonna Rehabilitation Hospital will collaborate on and share leading-edge technology with clinicians in the connecting rehabilitation departments.  The telehealth system will enable patients to receive care from rehabilitation professionals without leaving their home area.

Rural Health Partners, Inc. d.b.a. Heartland Health Alliance (HHA) of Lexington, Nebraska received $196,012 in USDA grant funds to install interactive video systems at eight additional HHA rural hospitals.  The eight hospitals are Boone County Health Center of Albion, Crete Municipal Hospital of Crete, Jefferson Community Health Center in Fairbury, Johnson County Hospital in Tecumseh, Phelps Memorial Health Center of Holdrege, Valley County Hospitals in Ord, Cherry County Hospital of Valentine and Garden County Hospital of Oshkosh. Previous to this funding, six HHA hospitals already had interactive video systems installed.  The interactive video systems will assist the rural hospitals with expanding the local medical and educational programming opportunities and thus improve the medical care provided to the rural residents.  The project will benefit approximately 33 physicians, 626 nurses and 23,899 rural residents in Nebraska and northeast Kansas.
