Lincaln, Neb., March 4 — The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Rural Housing Serviceis
currently accepting competitive proposals for the Section 538 Guaranteed Rural Rental Housing Loan program. The
Fiscal Y ear 2002 funding allocation for this program is nearly $100 million. Eligible applicants are encouraged to
submit applications by May 16, 2002. Responses received after May 16, 2002 will be held for review subject to the
availability of funds.

Eligible applicants for the Guaranteed Rural Rental Housing L oan program include nonprofit corporations,
public bodies, and for-profit organizations. Guaranteed |oans are applied for by the applicant through an eligible
lender and used to develop new or rehabilitate existing apartment housing units. The lender provides the loan, with
the USDA Rural Housing Service providing the guarantee for the loan up to 90 percent of the total development cost.

Thisis one avenue available to meet the need
for safe and affordabl e apartment housing in Nebraska for rural residents and senior citizens whom otherwise could
not afford such housing," stated Jim Barr, state director for USDA Rural Development in Nebraska. "In addition,
business development in acommunity often hinges on whether there is adequate housing available, thusthis
program can aid toward business infrastructure.”
