Obtaining a Data Universal Numbering System Number (DUNS)
Every applicant for a new award or renewal of an award under all Federal grant programs, submitted on or after October 1, 2003, is required to include a DUNS number for the applicant.

This is a policy directive from the Office of Management and Budget resulting from the Federal Financial Assistance Management Improvement Act of 1999, Public Law 106-107.  The use of the DUNS number Government-wide will provide a means to identify entities receiving those awards and their business relationships.  The DUNS number is a unique nine-character identification number provided by the commercial company Dun & Bradstreet (D&B).

The procedure to obtain a DUNS number can be accomplished one of three ways:
