
Supporting Documentation to be submitted to SHPO/THPO other Consulting Parties

1. Detailed description of the undertaking, including related activities to be carried out in conjunction with the project and the Federal involvement in the undertaking.
2. Provide the following information regarding the undertaking:

· Describe the size (acres), terrain, and present land uses of the project site;

· A map with the boundaries of the project site clearly marked, preferable on a U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5 quadrangle map;

· Photos of the site and of the adjacent properties.

3. Provide a written description of the proposed boundaries of the proposed project’s Area of Potential Effects (APE) and clearly marked on the project site map.

4. Describe efforts (research, surveys, etc.) that have been made or are on-going to identify historic properties (including structures and archaeological resources) within the proposed Area of Potential effect that are listed or eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places.

5. Describe any results from the efforts outline in item 4.  Such results may include:

· A description of historic properties found and a discussion of their current status (listed or eligible for listing to the National Register of Historic Places).

· A description of any property that may have historical significance from a State or local perspective, even if it is not National Register eligible.

· A description of any property that may have historical significance from a religious or cultural perspective for an Indian Tribe or a native Hawaiian organization, even if it is not National Register eligible.

6. List of parties currently being consulted on this issue.

7. Any other information pertinent to the proposed project that would be helpful in understanding the undertaking and its potential for impacts to historic or cultural resources.
