Business Programs has announced loan and grant selections for the second quarter of
fiscal year (FY) 2009 under the Rural Economic Development Loan and Grant (REDLG)
program. A listing of loan and grant awards is attached for your information.

During the second quarter of FY 2009, twenty zero-interest loan applications totaling
$12,903,720 were considered by Business Programs. Based on the availability of funds,
eighteen applications submitted were selected for funding with scores of 115 or above.
These funds will be leveraged by $62,334,334 of private and public financing, directly
create 634 jobs and retain 105 existing positions in rural areas.

In addition to the loan selections, ten grants totaling $2,990,000 to finance revolving loan
fund programs that will be operated by rural electric utilities were selected for funding
with scores of 115 or above. The initial zero-interest loans from the revolving loan fund
programs, leveraged by $28,719,805 in private and public financing, will provide
financing to construct a center for performing arts, a school, an assisted living facility,
several industrial buildings, an addition to a hospital, a daycare facility, extension of
water and sewer lines in an industrial park, and to purchase a rapid attach/wildland fire
fighting vehicle. An estimated 166 jobs will be created and 33 retained as a result of
these grants.

SUBJECT: Single Family Housing Guaranteed Loan Program
Established Tolerances for Property Tax Escrow Accounts

Loan application data submitted to Rural Development must reflect a true and accurate
representation of the loan to be closed. This data must match the loan file submitted to
Rural Development when requesting the Conditional Commitment for Loan Note
Guarantee or fall within the tolerances established by Rural Development.

Approved lenders must ensure that an accurate estimate for the property tax/insurance
component of an applicant’s monthly mortgage payment is utilized when submitting loan
applications to Rural Development for Conditional Commitment and Loan Note
Guarantee. Care must be taken to assure a realistic estimate is used for computing the
monthly escrowed amount. The escrowed amount for real estate taxes is based on the
assessed value of improved land (i.e., value of both the property and the completed
dwelling) for new construction and the actual taxes assessed for existing properties. The
lender may contact the taxing authority which has jurisdiction over the property to obtain
an estimate of the taxes to be assessed for newly constructed homes.

Minor changes to the escrow portion of the monthly housing expense do not require the
mortgage application be reconsidered. This guidance is applicable to manually
underwritten files and those files electronically submitted by lenders utilizing the
Agency’s Guaranteed Underwriting System (GUS). Specifically, it is not necessary for
the lender to perform an updated underwriting analysis of a loan file that has
received a Conditional Commitment for Loan Note Guarantee when monthly tax
and insurance estimates do not increase the payment-to-income principal, interest,
taxes, and insurance (PITI) and debt-to-income total debt (TD) ratios by more than
two-percentage points at loan closing. A small increase to monthly tax and insurance
payments would not typically cause a substantial change in risk classification of the
proposed real estate loan. This tolerance threshold applies only to situations where tax
and insurance data provided on the loan application, at time of Conditional Commitment,
differs from the amount recorded at loan closing.

The threshold policy should not be construed to allow lender manipulation of escrow
variables to obtain approvals. Rural Development reserves the right to request and
review files from lenders that are suspected of purposely underestimating tax and
insurance payments in order to secure Conditional Commitments and/or Loan Note
Guarantees.

As you already know, funding under the American Reinvestment and Recovery Act
(ARRA a/k/a Recovery Act) for the Section 502 Direct program has been received and
State Formula Allocations have been calculated (Attachment A). The balance of

FY 2009 annual appropriated funds was made available on April 27, 2009. States were
brought up to 100% of their FY 09 formula allocation. Unobligated balances for
Recovery Act Funds have been swept back into the National reserve except for States that
have exhausted their annual allocation.

Requesting Additional Funds

States must use their regular formula allocation before being eligible to request additional
annual (regular) or ARRA funding except for loans involving ARRA refinances and
special loan categories (Self Help, Rural Home Loan Partnership (RHLP) / Community
Development Financial Institution (CDFI), Real Estate Owned (REO), Empowerment
Zones and Enterprise Communities (EZ/EC), Rural Economic Area Partnership Zones
(REAP), Natural Disaster, etc).

When the State’s annual funds are exhausted, requests for additional funding may be
submitted for ARRA funding unless the loan involves construction or special loan
category considerations (please see attachment B). States may submit requests in any
Low/Very Low combination up to $500,000 in Low and $1,000,000 in Very Low every
two weeks up to their ARRA formula allocation.

Effective immediately, we are changing our approach to releasing additional Low-income
funding. To date, we have emphasized the obligation ratios for Low- and Very Low-
income funds as a condition of additional funding from reserves. This has had an
unintended impact of withholding approval for some Low-income applications that
otherwise could be served from available funds. The Agency remains committed to
meeting its funding goal of 40% Very Low-income customers. However, for the
remainder of FY 2009, the criteria for considering additional funding requests will be
based on the availability of such funds as described below.

Please note that the Housing Act requires that 40% of the appropriated funds are
available for Very Low-income loans nationally. These provisions apply to both annual
and ARRA funds. Once we have obligated the 60% portion representing the Low-
income share of the annual or Recovery Act funding, no additional Low-income funds
will be available. It is important to note that disaster funding is not separated by income
category, therefore disaster loans will not be considered for the Very Low-income
funding requirement.

It is important to understand that funds over and above a State’s allocation are funded
from the Administrator's reserve. This reserve is $30 million, so $18 million (60%) is
Low funding and $12 million (40%) is Very Low funding. States can monitor the
available funding in the Administrator’s reserve through the following SharePoint path:

Single Family Housing > Single Family Housing Information > Direct
Program Information > Reports > SFHD Sec. 502 Administrative
Reserve

The National Office will update the funding status sheets comparing allocations and
obligations and post them weekly on SharePoint. These reports provide States with a tool
to monitor their Low-income and Very Low-income obligations. The path is listed
below:

Single Family Housing > Single Family Housing Information > Direct
Program Information > Reports > SFHD Sec. 502 State Allocation and
Obligation weekly report

We believe that with your assistance, we can meet our goals for maximum fund usage
and our Very Low-income mandate by the end of the fiscal year.



Changes to Request process

As an ARRA recipient, comprehensive, detailed reporting is required by Rural
Development. We have been monitoring loan level detail for Recovery Act fund
obligations and have discovered a number of data related issues (please see
Attachment C). To assure the highest quality data, States requesting additional funds
must submit the account numbers, program type code, and amount of loan for each
applicant for which funds are requested.

This request process will allow us to run the applications through a data completeness
quality assurance review prior to approval of funds release. This should not significantly
impact the timing of fund delivery.

Requests submitted in the survey will be reviewed the following business day. Requests
for obligations with complete application information will be funded. Requests for
obligations with incomplete application information will be denied funding. Designated
Direct Loan funding contacts (available on the Direct Single Family Housing SharePoint
website) will be notified of denied requests. Denied requests should be resubmitted once
the application information has been completed and verified.

We strongly recommend that States thoroughly review their pending obligations for
completeness and accuracy prior to submitting request for funds including:

1) Fields to identify the loan: program type codes, purpose codes and dwelling type
codes,

2) Fields that identify borrower characteristics: first time home buyer, Principal, Interest,
Taxes, and Insurance (PITI) and total debt ratios,

3) Fields that identity property characteristics: correct property address including ZIP+4
where available, appraisal information, property square footage, room count, etc. and
appraiser information,

ARRA requests are subject to the additional following criteria:

States with less than $500,000 unobligated ARRA funds (in either income category)
will be eligible to request additional funds in that category as follows:
a) States may request up to $500,000 in ARRA Low funds every two weeks.
b) States may request up to $1,000,000 in ARRA Very Low funds every two weeks.
¢) ARRA Funds should only be requested for loans ready to obligate immediately
and closed within 30 days. The National Office will be monitoring the status of
unliquidated obligations and funding may be withdrawn for loans that are not
closed within a reasonable time frame.
d) Funds must be for authorized purposes (please see attachment B).

Annual requests are subject to the additional following criteria:

States with less than $500,000 unobligated Regular funds (in either income category) will
be eligible to request additional funds for that income category as follows.

a) States may request up to $500,000 in annual Low funds every two weeks.

b) States may request up to $1,000,000 in annual Very Low funds every two weeks.

Requesting Additional Self-help/RHLP/ CDFIl Funds

Self-Help and RHLP/CDFI funds will continue to be requested as needed, through
the existing survey, located at:
http://survey.sc.egov.usda.gov/survey.aspx?surveykey=20

These set aside funds will be considered together for income category consideration and
40% of this funding must be made available to Very Low income applicants. We will
continue to fund Low-income request until the combined funds for set asides have been
obligated for Low-income.

Prior to Pooling (July 16th), States will be contacted to provide estimates by funding
purpose (construction, purchase with repair, Self Help, RHLP, and special categories) for
the remainder of the fiscal year. This will provide us the information needed to ensure
adequate amounts of annual funding are set aside.



Requesting Other Funds

REO, Credit Sales, Subsequent Loans, Indian Country, Colonias, Hardship,
EZ/EC/REAP, and Natural Disaster Funds will be requested through the National Office
Reserve Funds System (NORF). Underserved funding is subject to the FY 09
underserved list and may also be requested through NORF.

SUBJECT: Guidance on Grant Periods and Extensions
Value-Added Producer Grant Program

The passage of the Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008 (2008 Farm Bill) has
revised many components of the Value-Added Producer Grant program. One of the
revisions limited the grant period of a VAPG to a maximum of 3 years. Under the
current regulation, grant periods are limited to 1 year with the possibility of a one-time
no-cost extension of up to 1 year, at the discretion of the Agency. Under the 2008 Farm
Bill, grants may now be approved for a period of up to three years. Regardless of the
initial time period of the grant, no grants may be made for a period of more than 3 years
(including extensions).

Grant Period

Applicants must submit a proposed budget and workplan that identify the length of time
needed for the proposed project. Applicants may propose to begin work at any time
during fiscal year 2010 (October 1, 2009 — September 30, 2010), and they may propose a
time period of as long as 3 years. The time requested for the project must be reasonable
for the tasks proposed. Tasks such as conducting feasibility studies and developing
business plans, are expected to take one year or less, while starting or expanding a
business could take as long as 3 years. Grant servicing personnel must ensure that
regardless of what time period the applicant submitted, the grant period, workplan, and
budget are approved for a reasonable time for the tasks to be accomplished.

If the project period will be longer than 1 year, the applicant must identify a separate,
unique task(s) for the first year and for any subsequent year of the proposed project. Any
applications proposing a project of longer than 1 year with duplicative or similar
activities in each year are ineligible for funding.

Extensions

The Agency will consider requests for extensions on a case-by-case basis if extenuating
circumstances prevent a grantee from completing an award within the approved grant
period, but no extensions can be approved to extend the grant period beyond a total of 3
years. Therefore, in the event that the grant period is initially approved for a period of
less than 3 years, any extension requested must not cause the time period of the grant to
exceed 3 years. In the event that the grant period is initially approved for a period of
three years, no extension can be requested nor will one be approved under any
circumstances.

If an extension is requested by a grantee, the servicing official must ensure that the
grantee complies with all provisions in the Grant Agreement related to requesting an
extension (e.g., the timing of the request, submission of a revised budget and workplan,
an explanation of why the extension is needed, and an explanation of how the grantee
will ensure the project can be finished during the time period of the extension requested).

When a timely and complete extension request has been received by a servicing official,
the official must submit the information to the Administrator of Business and
Cooperative Programs, along with a recommendation and the following information: an
assessment of how well the work to date has been performed, copies of the grantee’s
performance and financial report submissions, and a status of the grantee’s requests for
advance or reimbursement and any related disbursements to date.

When considering whether to approve or disapprove an extension request, the
Administrator will consider the following:

1. The timeliness and completeness of the extension request from the grantee
2. The recommendation of the servicing official;

3. The reasonableness of the time period requested,;

4. The circumstances surrounding the need for the extension to be requested,;

5. The grantee’s plan to ensure that work is completed during the time period of the
extension;

6. The status and quality of the grantee’s performance and financial report submissions;
and



7. The status of the grantee’s requests for advance/reimbursement and related
disbursements.

The Administrator will process extension requests in the order received and within 30
calendar days of receipt whenever resources permit.

SUBJECT:  Guidance on the Definition of Beginning Farmer or Rancher
Value-Added Producer Grant Program

The passage of the Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008 (2008 Farm Bill) has
revised many components of the Value-Added Producer Grant (VAPG) program. One of
the revisions includes the use of the term Beginning Farmer or Rancher, as defined in 7
U.S.C 1991(a). Because the definition for the term was developed by the Farm Service
Agency (FSA) for use in its loan programs, the Agency believes that some parts of the
definition are irrelevant for use in the VAPG program. Therefore, as clarification, a
working definition of Beginning Farmer or Rancher has been developed for use only in
the VAPG program. The definition is below:

Beginning Farmer or Rancher — An entity in which:
a. all owners have operated a farm or a ranch for not more than 10 years;

b. all owners materially and substantially participate in the operation of a farm or a
ranch;

c. all owners provide substantial day-to-day labor and management of a farm or a
ranch.

Program Guidance for Fiscal Year 2009

The purpose of this Unnumbered Letter (UL) is to provide guidance for receiving and
processing Section 9007 loan and grant application requests. The following notes the
changes for fiscal year (FY) 2009 program delivery.

l. State Allocations.

Rural Energy for America Program (REAP) funds are being allocated for the first time.
The total amount of appropriated funds for FY 2009 is $60,000,000. After deducting
reserves for feasibility studies, energy audits and renewable energy development
assistance, grants of $20,000 or less, and the National Office REAP Reserve,
$27,717,600 is allocated to the States following the methodology and formula stated in
RD Instruction 1940-L, section 1940.588, and presented as budget authority, not program
level.

The total State allocation was then subdivided into four sub-allocations for grant-only,
guaranteed loan-only, combination guaranteed loan portion, and combination grant portion.
Funds may not be transferred between sub-allocation categories. A base allocation of $50,000
was used for the total State allocation. See State allocations attached in Exhibit A.

The grant funds for energy audits, feasibility studies, and grants of $20,000 or less are not being
allocated to the States. See section 1V of this UL for further guidance.

States should utilize the spreadsheet attached as Exhibit B to track State obligations of Section
9007 guaranteed loans and grants. The spreadsheet will be used for requesting funds from the
National Office REAP Reserve. Each State Office will receive an electronic version of the
spreadsheet. The funds will be allocated to each State as indicated in Exhibit A through the
Program Funds Control System (PFCS). There will be only one account for loan and one for
grant funds. The combination loans and grants will not have a separate account in PFCS.
Therefore, you must ensure that combination loan and grant funds are tracked accordingly and
the funds are not used for loan or grant only projects.

I1. Pooling of funds.

All allocated REAP grant-only, loan-only, and loan/grant combination funds not obligated by the
close of business September 8, 2009, will be pooled and revert to the National Office REAP
Reserve and made available to States on a competitive basis. The funding priority for
applications after pooling will be:

a. grants of $20,000 or less if 20 percent has not been reached,;

b. loan only;

c. grant and loan combinations; and

d. grant applications.

Any funds that are deobligated after the pooling date will also revert to the National Office
REAP reserve. States are to immediately notify the National Office of any deobligations by
sending a copy of Form RD 1940-10, “Cancellation of U. S. Treasury Check and/or obligation,”
to the National Office Energy Division, Attention: Kelley Oehler, at
Kelley.oehler@wdc.usda.gov with a copy to Tony Ashby at Anthony.Ashby@wdc.usda.gov .

1. National Office REAP Reserve for Loans, Grants, and Loan/Grant Combinations.

National Office REAP reserve funds will not be made available to States for grant-only requests
prior to pooling. There will be one funding cycle for grant-only requests which will take place
after pooling on September 8, 2009. In order for projects to compete in

the funding cycle, the request for REAP Reserve funds must be received in the National Office
by August 31, 2009.

Requests for National Office REAP reserve funds for loan-only and loan/grant combination
requests may be made at any time. Reserve funds for loan-only requests will be allocated to
States on a weekly competitive basis and loan/grant combination requests will be allocated to
States on a competitive basis using priority scores of the applications on the 15" and the last of
day of each month. If a loan only application is above the State’s approval authority and is
submitted to the National Office for their review and concurrence, the loan will automatically
compete for reserve funds after it is approved by the Committee. The cut-off to request loan
only reserve funds, is noon eastern time each Friday. All applications must be competitively
selected and the highest priority projects funded with State allocations to the extent possible. To
ensure equitable competition and high quality projects, the grant portion of a combination
application must score at least 20 points for technical merit. National Office REAP reserve
funds may only be requested when the State Office allocation is not sufficient to fund projects
ready to be obligated.

All States will be notified of the project selections. For projects not selected, States should
contact the grantees and/or lenders to advise them and remind them that their application will be
considered in the next funding cycle.

The State Director or designee may request funds from the National Office REAP reserve (loan-
only and combinations) by emailing a copy of:

1. The priority score sheet, Exhibit C, with sufficient narrative justification for the score
assigned. Projects with priority score sheets that lack sufficient documentation to
determine if the score assigned was accurate will be held at National Office until
sufficient documentation is received, which may delay the project from being funded;

2. A copy of the executed project summary-checklist for a grant request, (a sample will
be provided by National Office under a separate communication);

3. An electronic Legislative and Public Affairs Staff (LAPAS) Project Selection
Information sheet which has been updated to include program specific data; and

4. Completed Exhibit B “Rural Energy for America Obligation Tracking and Request
for National Office REAP Reserve Funding.” Exhibit B must include a list of
projects funded this fiscal year and those applications currently on hand. A request
for funding should not be submitted unless the project is ready to be obligated.
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Requests for National Office REAP reserve funds should be e-mailed to:

Kelley Oehler, at Kelley.Oehler@wdc.usda.gov with a copy to Tony Ashby, at
Anthony.Ashby@wdc.usda.gov. The National Office will acknowledge receipt of
e-mail requests.

V. National Office REAP Reserve for Feasibility Studies, Energy Audits and Grants of
$20,000 or less.

a) Grants of $20,000 or less:

The 2008 Farm Bill requires that not less than 20 percent of funds shall be available
for grants of $20,000 or less. The reserve funds for these grants will be accessible to
the States on the 15" and the last of day of each month prior to August 31, 2009. The
Agency has set aside approximately $2 million for each funding period. Applications
not funded during a given period, will be carried over to compete in the next funding
period. Requests received in the National Office after August 31, 2009, will be held
until pooling. Requests for grants of $20,000 or less must provide:

1. The priority score sheet, Exhibit C, with sufficient narrative justification for score
assigned, Projects with priority score sheets that lack sufficient documentation to
determine if the score assigned was accurate will be held at the National Office
until sufficient documentation is received, which may delay the project from
being funded,

2. A copy of executed summary-checklist for a grant request;

3. An electronic LAPAS Project Selection Information sheet.

Any unused funds after August 31, 2009, will be pooled and revert to the National Office
REAP reserve.

b) Feasibility Study:

The authority for grants to agricultural producers, or rural small businesses to conduct
feasibility studies for projects eligible for REAP financing is provided in the published
Federal Register Notice. All applications are due in the State Offices by July 31, 20009,
and in the National Office by August 14, 2009. The National Office will review and
prioritize all applications, and fund in priority score order. Any funds remaining after
this process will revert to the National Office REAP reserve.
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c) Energy Audit:

The authority for energy audit grants is provided under section 9007(a)(1) of the statute
and further described in the Notice of Solicitation of Applications, for Inviting
Applications for Energy Audits and Renewable Energy Development Assistance
(EA/REDA), under the Rural Energy for America Program, dated March 11, 2009. All
applications are due in the State Offices by June 9, 2009, and then in the National Office
by July 1, 2009. The National Office will review and prioritize all applications, and fund
in priority score order. Any funds remaining after this process will revert to the National
Office REAP reserve.

The State Director or designee will submit EA/REDA and feasibility studies requests to the
National Office with the following documents:

1. LAPAS Project Information sheet;

2. Project Summary/(checklist); and

3. Priority Score sheet with sufficient narrative justification for score assigned. Projects
with priority score sheets that lack sufficient documentation to determine if the score
assigned was accurate will be held at National Office until sufficient documentation is
received, which may delay the project from being awarded.

All requests must be emailed to Kelley Oehler with a copy to Tony Ashby. The National Office
will acknowledge receipt of e-mail requests. The electronic files must be labeled and include the
date as follow:

Use your States abbreviation as the first characters of the electronic file;

The applicants name next, using last name if individual or the company name;
C for combination, G for Grant, or L for guaranteed loan;

Projsum for the project summary-checklist or other document reference as listed
below; and

e For the Reserve Funding Request, include the date of the request.

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All the funds for energy audits, feasibility studies, and grants of $20,000 or less will be retained
in National Office, separate from the National Office REAP reserve. States will

not use allocated funds to fund feasibility studies, energy audits and grants of $20,000 or less.
Any funds remaining in any of these reserves after September 8, 2009, will be combined with the
National Office REAP reserve and become available for projects in priority order noted in
Section 11I.

V. Loan Approval Authority:

Each state has been delegated specific authority by memorandum signed by the Administrator.
The State’s delegated authority is the same for both the REAP and Business and Industry
programs. The delegated authority will remain in effect as long as the Program Director remains
in that position or the authority is otherwise rescinded by

the National Office. All loan approval and servicing actions exceeding the delegated authority
must be submitted to the National Office for concurrence prior to approval.

VI. Technical Reviews:

All loan, grant, and combination applications for projects using the following technologies will
be reviewed for technical merit and scored by the State Office, and not submitted to the National
Renewable Energy Laboratory (NREL). However, NREL will be available to provide guidance
to the State Energy Coordinators or the State technical leads concerning the renewable energy
technologies listed below.

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If the project consists of a hybrid technology, and the technical review is a State Office
responsibility, the State will review the technical report. 1f one or more of the technologies
require NREL review, NREL will review the technical report. A complete copy of the
application must be forward for all NREL reviews.

VII.  Scoring:

A separate UL is being developed to provide clarification for scoring REAP projects. It is titled
“Rural Energy for America Program Scoring Clarification.” As mentioned earlier, the statute
stipulates that not less than 20 percent of the funds made available must be used for grants of
$20,000 or less. To accomplish this, the scoring criteria will award an extra 10 points to grants
of less than $20,000. States are encouraged to conduct outreach to target applicants for small
grants.

States will score each loan, grant, and combination application, with input from NREL as
applicable, and funds from their State allocations.

FY 2009 will be a transitional year from the NREL tracking system to the Guaranteed Loan
System (GLS). Therefore, we will not have an automated system for the Technical Reviewer’s
score and comments. A fillable excel document will be provided to NREL for their use, along
with the current list of the State Energy Coordinators, their phone numbers and e-mail addresses.
The reviewer from NREL will forward an electronic version to the appropriate State Energy
Coordinator. The total score must be entered

into GLS.

The instructions for completing the post application information which was previously
completed in the Post Application Tracking System (PATSy), was provided to the Energy
Coordinators by e-mail at the end of March.

VIII. QOversight.

The National Office will post review REAP projects using a risk-based approach by periodically
selecting individual projects for review. When requested, the State Office will forward the
following information to the National Office for each project selected, to the attention of the
Energy Division:

For REAP guaranteed loans:

1. A copy of the Project Summary;

2. A copy of the State Loan Committee minutes;

3. A copy of the lender’s credit analysis, including the pro forma balance sheet projected
for loan closing, and spreads of historic and projected financial statements;
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4. Copy of the technical report;

5. For existing businesses, a copy of the historic financial statements;

6. Summary pages of the appraisal report(s), including the qualifications of the appraiser
and a copy of the desk or technical review by the State Review Appraiser, if
applicable;

7. A copy of the Conditional Commitment;

8. A copy of the proposed (or actual, if the loan is closed) Loan Agreement between the
lender and the borrower.

For REAP grants:

1. A copy of the Scope of Work.

2. Documentation the application met demonstrated financial need. (For grants and
loan-grant combinations over $200,000 total project cost; a certification for those less
than $200,000);

3. A copy of the Letter of Conditions.

4. Copy of the technical report.

5. Certification of Financial Need.

6. Grant disbursement documentation, including all Forms SF 270 received to date with

7.

supporting documentation.
Evidence of grant monitoring, including all Forms SF 269 received to date.

For REAP loan/grant combinations:

Documentation requested for both loans and grants.
