MULTI-FAMILY HOUSING RECEIVES $1.56 MILLION FOR REPAIR AND REHABILITATION

Huron – Dallas Tonsager, State Director for the USDA Rural Development in South Dakota has announced that several multi-family projects in South Dakota will receive a total of $1.56 million in loan funds to complete project improvements in 2001. 

Approved complexes eligible to receive loan funds for rehabilitation are located in Lennox, Box Elder, Lake Preston, Pierre, Britton, Hot Springs, Tea, Hosmer, Harrisburg, Bridgewater and Milbank.

Tonsager said, “ Maintaining the many projects eligible for repair and rehabilitation is an ongoing challenge for project owners and managers.  This funding will greatly enhance those efforts in South Dakota.”  Awards for these projects represent loan funds that will be used to enhance multi-family housing buildings through repair projects. Repairs typical in improvement projects include new siding, roofs, handicap accessibility work and a variety of maintenance activities.
