USDA To Provide Loans and Grants of $674,376

Kimball - Lynn D. Jensen, State Director of USDA Rural Development and staff members attended groundbreaking ceremonies for the new Kimball School District multimedia center, Tuesday July 2, and presented federal funding that includes both loan and grant funds from several sources within USDA.

Jensen said, “ This project is a great example of how federal funding can be leveraged with local contributions for projects that will have long term benefits for students and area citizens.” The multi media center is planned to replace a portion of the 1913 school building and will provide students with computers that have high speed internet access, video resources and books, and distance learning capabilities where students and adults can be taught by instructors from other communities.

Funding for the project consists of a combination of a $176,400 loan and $94,976 grant from USDA’s Community Facilities Loan and Grant Program, a $403,000 Rural Economic Development Loan from Rural Utilities Service, a division of USDA, and local contributions of $1.3 million in capital outlay certificates and cash contributions of $660,024 from the Kimball School District.

Also attending the event was Representative John Thune who said, “I am honored to have been asked to participate in today’s event. It has been often said that the school is the cornerstone of a community; this facility will ensure that the Kimball Kiotes are a part of that cornerstone for many years to come.” Thune also commended local leaders and Lynn Jensen and his staff for participating in the funding process.
