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FEDERAL FUNDING APPROVED FOR OTI KAGA OFFICE BUILDING

Eagle Butte-- Federal officials attended ground breaking ceremonies in Eagle Butte Thursday where they presented funding for a new office complex for the housing non-profit Oti Kaga, Inc. The federal funding is a combination of loan ($191,160) and grants ($225,220) totaling $417,380. 

The housing organization has been involved in recent years in establishing housing opportunities for area residents. Projects have included three multi-family housing projects; a 20-unit facility, a 16-unit project currently being built, and a newly approved 15-unit facility. 

Lynn Jensen, State Director for USDA Rural Development said, “We are very pleased to have such a successful housing partner in Oti Kaga. Mr. Picotte’s leadership has distinguished him as one who truly cares about housing issues. We value the partnership we have established and know that together we have helped a lot of people.” The funding comes from Rural Development’s Community Facilities Loan and Grant program which is used statewide to support essential community projects.
