Town of Bristol & Day County Champion Community Receive Funding
Bristol - USDA Rural Development staff met with area officials October 22nd to deliver loan and grant funding for area projects totaling $460,000.

In Bristol, a new water storage system groundbreaking was held where new storage facilities costing $410,000 will be supported in part by a combination $175,000 40-year loan and a $100,000 federal grant.  The State of South Dakota is also making $135,000 in grant funds available.

The Day County Champion Community, a consortium of area communities, received $50,000 in Rural Business Opportunity Grant funds to support technical assistance for a long-term economic development strategic plan developed for Day County in cooperation with USDA Rural Development.

Lynn D. Jensen, State Director for USDA Rural Development in South Dakota said, "Funding for these two projects will greatly impact the qualify of life for area residents."  He continued, "Our ability to add funding to the resources of others brings critical projects to rural communities statewide."

USDA Rural Development serves as the lead federal entity for rural development needs, and administers program assistance through three agencies: Rural Housing Service, Rural Business-Cooperative Service, and Rural Utilities Service.
