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BRIGHT BEGINNINGS DAY CARE RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDING





Platte – USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen presented federal funding to Bright Beginnings Day Care of Platte for the completion of a day care facility.  Rural Development Director Les Boehmer and Rural Development Manager Sherrie Lewis also attended the event.





USDA Rural Development loan funds in the amount of $80,685 was pooled with a Governor’s House grant in the amount of $28,500 to assist the community in the development of a much needed community facility.  The loan funds are at an interest rate of 4.5% with repayment at 40 years. 





A need exists in Platte for a child care facility.  This facility is located near the Platte school and will offer a structured care and learning environment for the children.  





Jensen said, “This is one of the ways the federal government can partner with others to serve communities.” He continued, “I am pleased our funds assisted in the completion of the day care facility which will serve the community.”





“The Platte Development Corporation found there was a void in our community of affordable, licensed day care for our families,” said Karen Burket, Executive Director of the Platte Community Development Corporation.  She continued, “We received a USDA Rural Development loan to cover expenses of the day care project.  Today our day care cares for an average of 32 children per day.”
