FEDERAL OFFICIALS AWARD FUNDING TO THE MARSHALL COUNTY MEMORIAL HOSPITAL
Britton – USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen presented federal funding to the Marshall County Memorial Hospital for the expansion of the existing facility.  Rural Development Director Bruce Jones and Rural Development Manager Janell Telin also attended the event.

Financing for the project includes a USDA Rural Development Community Facility direct loan in the amount of $400,000, Community Facility guaranteed loan in the amount of $400,000, REED funds in the amount of $400,000 and an applicant contribution of $450,000.
