TRAIL CITY VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT AND TC&G WATER ASSOCIATION RECEIVE FEDERAL FUNDS
Trail City – USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen presented federal funding to the Trail City Volunteer Fire Department to assist with the construction of a new fire hall and TC&G Water Association to assist with a new well and mainline replacement.  Rural Development Director Tim Potts, Rural Development Manager Clark Guthmiller and Rural Development Specialist Brian Ring also attended the event.
The Trail City Volunteer Fire Department was awarded a USDA Rural Development Community Facility grant in the amount of $30,000.  The funds will be leveraged with applicant, state, and other funding to construct the fire hall that will house four vehicles and provide storage for a portable skid unit.

The TC&G Water Association was awarded a USDA Rural Development Emergency Community Water Assistance grant in the amount of $200,000 and a Water and Environment Program loan in the amount of $106,000.  Upgrades to the system will serve 120 users in Trail City, Glencross and the surrounding rural residents.     
Jensen said, “These projects are a great example of how federal funding can assist in enhancing community services.”  He continued, “I am pleased that our funds will help in providing services to the residents of Trail City and the surrounding areas.”
