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AURORA-BRULE RURAL WATER SYSTEM MAKES UPGRADES TO THE WATER TREATMENT PLANT

Kimball – USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen is pleased to announce that the Aurora-Brule Rural Water System will receive water and waste disposal loan funds in the amount of $1,243,600 and grant funds in the amount of $378,000 to upgrade their new water treatment plant with new processing units.  

Jensen said, “Aurora-Brule Rural Water System will construct a new building to enclose the new water treatment units through the USDA Rural Development award.  The improvements will ensure that the daily water demands of the community are met and that quality water is delivered.  Approximately 1,452 users will be affected by these upgrades.” 

The existing treatment processing units are packaged units inside steel tanks.  There is a significant amount of corrosion and deterioration that has occurred signifying that the units are at the end of their useful life.  Upgrades being made to the water treatment plant at this time fall under Phase III of the water treatment facility enhancement process.  The new treatment process will disinfect the water before it flows to the clear well.

Wade Blasius, Manager for Aurora-Brule Rural Water Systems, Inc. said, “A-B Rural Water System, and many other public water suppliers are being required to upgrade water treatment facilities to meet the new drinking water quality standards.  We are fortunate to have USDA Rural Development there to help finance these projects.”
