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NEW FIRE HALL FOR GANN VALLEY

Gann Valley – USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen is pleased to announce that the Buffalo County Rural Fire Protection District #1 will receive community facility grant funds in the amount of $130,500 for the construction of a new fire hall.  The funding was awarded through the USDA Rural Development economic impact initiative.

Jensen said, “This grant demonstrates the Bush Administration’s emphasis on emergency preparedness in rural areas.  This facility is in compliance with the requirements set forth in the Homeland Security Act.”

The present facility is not energy efficient.  During the fall and winter months, fire equipment is stored in a private heated building.  The new building will be an 80X80 structure with a training room and two bathrooms.  The new facility will house four wild land fire trucks, a pumper truck, the hazardous materials equipment trailer, and provide storage for gear.  In addition, the facility will have space for emergency response and safety training.  

Fire Chief Lee Pawlowski said, “This new facility will be a big asset to our community.  We will have the ability to take better care of our equipment, it will be readily accessible year round, and our response time will significantly improve in the event of an emergency.”
