Low Interest Home Repair Loans

Watertown –  USDA Rural Development  would like to inform home owners of the availability of low interest (1%) loans to make necessary repairs to your home.  Home owners with limited income and resources may be eligible for a loan up to $20,000, with a repayment term of 20 years, thereby keeping the monthly payments affordable.  Repairs can include shingling, replacing windows or doors, insulation, furnace replacement, electrical or plumbing repairs, or making a home wheelchair accessible.  If a family is unable to repay a loan, and the homeowner is 62 or older, he or she may be eligible for a grant that does not have to be repaid as long as they own and remain in the home for 3 years.

For Grant County, one person households can have monthly income up to $1,375, and a family of 4 can have income up to $1,962/month.  In most cases, gross income may be slightly over these amounts due to allowable deductions for children at home, daycare, or for those homeowners over 62, with some medical expenses.
