ROSEBUD SIOUX TRIBE RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDING

Rosebud - USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen presented a federal grant in the amount of $229,500 to the Rosebud Sioux Tribe for upgrades to their solid waste equipment.  Rural Development Director Tim Potts and Rural Development Manager David Adrian also attended the event.

State Director Lynn D. Jensen said, “I am pleased USDA Rural Development funds will be used to assist the Rosebud Sioux Tribe with the upgrade of equipment for maintenance of their solid waste program.  This project will assist with the collection of garbage, larger materials at existing ruble sites, and help to curb illegally dumped materials in ditches.”

The USDA Rural Development solid waste management grant funds will be used to assist in the purchase of solid waste equipment including a trash truck, a backhoe, ten 20-cubic yard roll-off containers, ten 6-cubic yard rear load containers, and twenty 4-cubic yard rear load containers.  These funds were part of the National Office’s Native American earmarked funds.

A private contractor had been handling Rosebud Sioux Tribe’s solid waste until October of 2003.  Since that time, the Rosebud Sioux Tribe has been collecting all solid waste on the reservation and hauling it to a central site near Okreek.  Due to the massive area and distance that the Rosebud Sioux Tribe serves with their land fill, extreme strain has been placed on the existing equipment which is either undersized or worn out from traveling great distances.  

Rosebud Sioux Tribe President Charles C. Colombe said, “The Rosebud Sioux Tribe is honored to work with USDA Rural Development and are thankful to all of the individuals who worked diligently on this much needed project.”
