CITY OF ALEXANDRIA RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDS FOR STREET REPAIRS
Alexandria – USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen was in town today to present federal funding to the City of Alexandria for street repairs.  Area Director Les Boehmer and Rural Development Manager Tim Murray also attended the event.
Jensen said, “The existing asphalt surface on the streets has outlived its live expectancy and cannot be economically maintained.  I’m pleased USDA Rural Development is able to assist with the street repairs.  Repairs will improve visibility of the main street and enhance the area surrounding local businesses.”  
The City of Alexandria was in need of reconstruction and repairs to their streets due to the installation of storm sewer and water main replacement.  The roadbed has deteriorated and the streets are in need of an asphalt overlay.  Funding for the projects includes a USDA Rural Development community facility direct loan in the amount of $450,000, a state contribution of $152,4000 and an applicant contribution of $65,700.  

“Without low interest loans and grants, small communities like Alexandria could not accomplish these large projects.  We appreciate the help that we have received from USDA Rural Development, and especially Tim Murray for his dedication in getting us the funding needed,” said Lyle Weber, Mayor for the City of Alexandria.
