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CITY OF DELMONT RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDS
Mitchell  – USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen was in town today to present federal funding to the City of Delmont to assist in the financing of construction improvements to the existing wastewater collection and treatment system.  Area Director Les Boehmer and Rural Development Manager Tim Murray also attended the event.
Jensen said, “I am pleased USDA Rural Development is able to assist with the much needed improvements to the wastewater collection and treatment system.  The improvements will be environmentally safe and help decrease the potential of health risks.”  
The original treatment facility in Delmont was constructed in the mid 1960s.  Problems have developed with the pneumatic lift station.  The lift station has outlived its useful life expectancy and needs replacement.  The lift station will be relocated to the corner of town and the gravity outfall will be replaced with a forcemain.  Funding for the project includes a USDA Rural Development water and waste disposal loan in the amount of $153,000 and a grant in the amount of $127,000 to be leveraged with an applicant contribution of $6,150.   
“The system being used was in dire need of repair.  We are thankful USDA Rural Development was able to assist us in making this project a reality and provide the necessary funding for improvements to this system,” said Tom Gundrum, Mayor of the City of Delmont.
