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LAKE ANDES-RAVINIA RURAL FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDS
Ravinia  – USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen was in town today to present federal funding to Lake Andes-Ravinia Rural Fire Protection District to purchase a used fire truck for the Ravinia area station.  Area Director Les Boehmer and Rural Development Manager Sherrie Lewis also attended the event.
Jensen said, “I am pleased USDA Rural Development is able to assist with the purchase of a used fire truck.  The truck will better prepare the district when responding to emergency situations and improve response time.” 
The existing fire truck used by the Lake Andes-Ravinia Rural Fire Protection District has outlived its useful life expectancy.  The primary problem is the deterioration of the metal on the tank and it leaks.  In addition the pumps are wearing and replacement parts are becoming difficult to obtain.  USDA Rural Development community facility direct loan funds in the amount of $80,000 will be leveraged with cash funds in the amount of $1,001 to purchase a used 1993 heavy duty Chevrolet Chassis fire truck.  The fire truck has less than 10,000 miles on it and is in very good condition.    

“The Lake Andes-Ravinia Rural Fire Protection District is very pleased to have received this loan and we are very appreciative of Rural Development for giving us the opportunity to receive these funds.  The truck we have purchased is a critical piece of equipment for us and it will help the fire district better serve the residents in the Lake Andes and Ravinia areas,” said Randy Winckler, President of the Lake Andes-Ravinia Rural Fire Protection District.
