However, USDA Rural Development recognizes that limited income families with acceptable credit deserve the chance to achieve this dream.  The USDA Rural Development 502 Homeownership Program was designed with these families in mind.

USDA Rural Development makes homeownership possible by lowering the interest rate in relation to the household income.  The lower the family’s income, the lower the interest rate, with a minimum interest rate of 1%.

Rural Development Manager, Darlene Bresson, stated “USDA Rural Development has an excellent homeownership program for limited income families.  Generally, no down payment is required and closing costs are reasonable, so a family can get into a home of their own without having a lot of cash on hand.  The home can be either an existing house or new construction.  In a lot of cases, the monthly payment can be equal, or sometimes even lower, than the rent a family is paying now.”
