Rural economic development loans and grants (REDLGs) are awarded through USDA Rural Development to electric and telecommunications cooperative organizations, which in turn provide loans and grants to support local economic or community development efforts. Funds can be used for a variety of purposes, including community facilities and infrastructure, improving access to local medical care and other projects that encourage a favorable climate for jobs and growth.

“We are a rural community, not unlike most other rural communities in the state.  We need a new school and the zero percent loan is part of what makes this effort possible.  The new building will be heated with a geothermal system and the operational costs will be a fraction of what they are now in the present facility,” said Bart Birkeland, Manager of Rosebud Electric Cooperative, Inc.  He continued, “This new building will allow us to continue to provide excellence in education.  We are grateful to USDA Rural Development for their efforts.”
