ROSEBUD SIOUX TRIBE AWARDED FEDERAL FUNDS
A $15,000 Grant Assists with Engineering and Environmental Study
(Rosebud, South Dakota – August 1, 2006) USDA Rural Development Acting State Director Tim B. Potts was in town today to present Rosebud Sioux Tribe with a ceremonial check representing water and waste disposal grant funds in the amount of $15,000 to be used for an engineering and environmental study to relocate the waste water disposal lagoon. 

Potts said, “USDA Rural Development funds will assist the Rosebud Sioux Tribe in accomplishing their goals and reinforces our agency’s commitment to work with other government agencies to serve the community of Rosebud and the Rosebud Sioux Tribe.”  
The Rosebud Sioux Tribe is proposing to build a runway to enhance healthcare services in the area.  The prime location for the runway is located near the lagoons.  Federal Aviation Administration regulations require bodies of water to be not less than 5,000 feet of the runway.  Because the lagoons are leaking and in need of extensive repairs, the tribe felt this was an opportune time to relocate the lagoons.  The federal funding will be leveraged with other funding in the amount of $60,000, to pay for engineering & planning.

“With the assistance of Rural Development and Indian Health Service (IHS), we are well on our way toward the establishment of a local airport in the Rosebud Community. This is necessary to provide air ambulance service to the patients at the IHS Hospital.  This runway will improve emergency services to the Tribal members and to all others who are utilizing the hospital,” said Rodney Bordeaux, Rosebud Sioux Tribal Chairman

USDA Rural Development Acting Area Director David Adrian also attended the event.  USDA Rural Development has ten offices in the state that assist rural communities.  Office locations include a state office in Huron, along with area offices in Aberdeen, Huron, Mitchell, Pierre, Rapid City, Sioux Falls, Sturgis, Watertown, and Yankton.
