AURORA-BRULE RURAL WATER SYSTEM, INC. RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDS
USDA Rural Development Funds to Assist with Water System Repairs
(Chamberlain, South Dakota – August 9, 2006) USDA Rural Development Manager Tim Murray was in town today to present Aurora-Brule Rural Water System, Inc. with a ceremonial check representing $302,000. 
Acting State Director Tim B. Potts said, “USDA Rural Development funds will assist Aurora-Brule in maintaining a valuable resource to its customers.  This project will ensure continued access to a safe and sanitary water supply.”
Drought conditions for the past five years have stressed the water supply facilities for area residents in the Chamberlain area.  Area residents have turned to Aurora-Brule Rural Water System to obtain the necessary water supply.  The severe shortage of a water supply will be alleviated by Aurora-Brule Rural Water system building a new 100,000 gallon storage tank, which can be replenished during evening off peak hours and by utilizing the existing infrastructure in the water system to maximum benefit. The federal funding includes a USDA Rural Development emergency community water system grant in the amount of $141,200 and a water and waste loan in the amount of $159,000.  These funds will be leveraged with an applicant contribution of $116,200.  
“Increased water demands on the system require capacity upgrading and the available funding. Rural Development understands these needs and works hard to secure federal dollars to help the water systems fund these projects,” said Wade Blasius, Manager of Aurora-Brule Water System, Inc.
USDA Rural Development has ten offices in the state that assist rural communities.  Office locations include a state office in Huron, along with area offices in Aberdeen, Huron, Mitchell, Pierre, Rapid City, Sioux Falls, Sturgis, Watertown, and Yankton.
