Because the family met the program income limits and had a good credit history, Rural Development was able to assist the family with a 502 direct loan.  An opportunity for the American dream presented itself with spacious living, a sense of pride, ownership, and allowing them to ‘own their future’.  The Jordan’s purchased a lot, built a foundation, and moved a house on to it from the Ellsworth Air Force Base.  The Jordan’s worked for approximately a year on the structure to make it livable.   Karen enjoyed fixing up the house has it provided her with the opportunity to decorate and utilize her artistic talents throughout the house.

“There is much less stress on the kids now that they have their own room/space,” Karen said.  Robert said, “The home has provided us with something to work towards and has made us a closer knit family.”  The Jordan’s found the assistance they received from the Sturgis Rural Development office to be great and felt they had been assisted promptly and guided through the application process right up to closing.

The Jordan’s aren’t thinking about what they can accomplish someday, that someday is here with finding a house to call their own.  When Tanner was asked about what this home means to him, he stated, “I have my own room and my little brother can’t mess with my stuff!”
