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TOWN OF CRESBARD MAKES IMPROVEMENTS TO WATER TOWER 
USDA Rural Development Funds Assist With Painting and Sealing 

(Cresbard, South Dakota – June 27, 2006)  Acting State Director Tim Potts was in town today to present the Town of Cresbard with a ceremonial check in the amount of $21,000 representing a USDA Rural Development community facility direct loan to be used for water tower improvements.  

“Providing communities with safe, reliable drinking water has been a priority for our agency.  Making these improvements to the water tower will provide sufficient quality and quantity of water for many years to come,” Potts said.

The federal funds will be used to paint and seal the town’s water tower.  These improvements will help insure the continuation of a valuable resource to the community with safe, sanitary drinking water. 
“We are very appreciative for the loan funds in order to continue providing quality water for Cresbard’s citizens,” said Gene Toennies, Mayor of Cresbard.  He continued, “Historically the town spends $30,000 every ten years to maintain the condition of the water tower.  By doing some preventive maintenance to the tower, we are hoping to prevent yearly and costly maintenance in the future.  Water is the lifeblood of our town and we want to maintain the service of good quality water.  We thank USDA Rural Development for working with and for us.”
USDA Rural Development Manager Dave Franssens also attended the event.  USDA Rural Development has ten offices in the state that assist rural communities.
