PINE CLIFF PARK AND WATER MAINTENANCE INC. RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDS
USDA Rural Development Funds to Assist with Water System Repairs
(Rapid City, South Dakota – May 30, 2006) USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen was in town today to present the Pine Cliff Park Water & Maintenance, Inc. with a ceremonial check representing water and waste disposal loan funds in the amount of $252,700. 
Jensen said, “USDA Rural Development funds will assist Pine Cliff Park and Water Maintenance Inc. in maintaining a valuable resource to its customers.  This project will ensure customers have continued access to a safe and sanitary water supply.”
The current system was originally started in 1972.  In a three year period from 2000 – 2003, there were seven water main breaks that cost $7,000 - $10,000 per occurrence.  In addition adequate pressure is an issue and none of the 69 homes and the two wells that feed the subdivision were metered which made it difficult to measure water usage and loss.  Phase I of this project includes the replacement of 2,355 feet of six-inch PVC water main in the north half of the subdivision, 32 services, 35 meter pits with meters, 34 meters in residences, and master meters at the well location.  After the project is completed, all water going into and out of the system will be metered.  Phase II will replace the distribution system in the south half of the subdivision.  Federal funding for this project was leveraged with state funding in the amount of $148,200.

“This project would not be going forward without the assistance from USDA Rural Development.  Pine Cliff Park is very grateful to Rural Development Manager David Adrian and the local USDA Rural Development staff who were extremely helpful throughout the loan application process,” said Vicki Franzen, President of Pine Cliff Water and Maintenance, Inc.

USDA Rural Development Area Director Tim Potts and Rural Development Manager David Adrian also attended the event.  USDA Rural Development has ten offices in the state that assist rural communities.  Office locations include a state office in Huron, along with area offices in Aberdeen, Huron, Mitchell, Pierre, Rapid City, Sioux Falls, Sturgis, Watertown, and Yankton.
