CITY OF WHITEWOOD RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDS
USDA Rural Development Funds to Assist with Sewer Extension
(Whitewood, South Dakota – May 31, 2006) USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen was in town today to present the Town of Whitewood with a ceremonial check representing water and waste disposal loan funds in the amount of $40,000 to assist with sewer system repairs.  
Jensen said, “USDA Rural Development funds will assist the City of Whitewood in providing service to an area of the city that is presently being served by undersized mains.”  
The city’s present system is a gravity sewer collection system which is functional; however, one area of the city is in need of upgraded sewer services.  The proposed system will provide for installation of a new 8 inch pvc sewer main to serve four residential lots and two businesses.  USDA Rural Development loan funds will be leveraged with an applicant contribution of $33,000.    
“The loan from USDA Rural Development made it possible for the city to upgrade and expand the sewer collection system.  The city appreciates the efforts of everyone involved in making this project possible,” said Michael Weyrich, Mayor for the City of Whitewood.  
USDA Rural Development Area Director Tim Potts and Rural Development Manager Nancy Clarke also attended the event.  USDA Rural Development has ten offices in the state that assist rural communities.  Office locations include a state office in Huron, along with area offices in Aberdeen, Huron, Mitchell, Pierre, Rapid City, Sioux Falls, Sturgis, Watertown, and Yankton.
