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CITY OF FREDERICK RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDS
USDA Rural Development Funds to Assist with Water Tower and  System Repairs
(Frederick, South Dakota – September 7, 2006) USDA Rural Development Acting State Director Tim B. Potts was in town today to present the City of Frederick with a ceremonial check representing water and waste disposal loan funds in the amount of $109,000, grant funds in the amount of $68,790 and an emergency community water assistance grant in the amount of $26,070 for water tower and system repairs.  
Potts said, “USDA Rural Development funds will assist the City of Frederick in restoring a valuable resource to its residents.  This project will ensure residents have continued access to a safe and sanitary water supply.”
The City of Frederick is a WEB rural water system bulk user.  The city’s meters are either inoperable or unreliable and the existing water distribution lines are reduced from mineral deposits formed from highly mineralized water that was used prior to hooking up to WEB.  During extreme cold weather in 2005, the city’s water tower sustained damages to the riser pipe from freezing.  The city spent $45,000 in emergency repairs to get the water system operating again.  The federal funding will be used to assist with repair costs associated with the water tower, replace water meters, and 4,000 feet of pipe, along with valves and hydrants.  
“The City of Frederick is pleased to work with USDA Rural Development to obtain the loan and grant for the upgrading of our city’s water facilities.  Smalls towns with limited resources need to explore the USDA Rural Development Programs in order to improve their infrastructure.  We thank USDA Rural Development for their assistance and cooperation,” said Dennis Kinslow, President of the City of Frederick.  
USDA Rural Development Area Director Bruce Jones and Rural Development Manager Janell Telin also attended the event.  USDA Rural Development has ten offices in the state that assist rural communities.  Office locations include a state office in Huron, along with area offices in Aberdeen, Huron, Mitchell, Pierre, Rapid City, Sioux Falls, Sturgis, Watertown, and Yankton.
