(Aberdeen, South Dakota – April 9, 2007)  Casey Loeschke graduated from Cosmetology school and had been working about a year and a half in Aberdeen, SD when she decided she wanted to find a more permanent residence rather than to continue to rent. She found a home in a nice quiet neighborhood which was near a school, post office, and bike trail. It was everything she had dreamed of in a home. 

Casey had gone to the bank for a loan, however, in order to qualify she needed to have two or more years of work experience before she would qualify. The home she was interested in was in the Homes Are Possible Inc. (HAPI) development in Southwest Aberdeen. It was a modified split-level Governor's House with a garage.  She went to the HAPI office and they referred her to Rural Development. Casey worked with Rural Development Specialist Roxanne Woodring who determined she was qualified for a 502 low interest direct loan. USDA Rural Development made it possible for me to afford this house as a single person.  In addition, she also qualified for a grant from HAPI which she used for closing costs on the home.

Since receiving the loan, Casey closed on the home and moved in. “I am now able to invest my money in a home rather than pay rent on an apartment.  It is wonderful to have a place to call my own and do what you want with it,” said Loeschke. In the future, Casey hopes to work with her dad on finishing the basement and would eventually love to get a dog (once grass is planted and it is not so muddy!). “A year ago, I probably wouldn't believe I'd be living in my own home! I would recommend Rural Development to anyone who is looking for a home. They are very friendly and helpful and Roxanne was fun to work with and willing to answer all of my questions along the way,” Loeschke added.
