The direct loan program is available to low and very low income families who, if qualified, may be eligible for low interest rates, which currently vary from 1% to 5.75%.  Interest rates and terms are based on the household income and repayment ability.  For example, a $70,000 loan at 1% for 33 years would have an approximate payment of $350 to qualified individuals and in many cases is less than the average rent payment.  

Our direct loan program allows borrowers to purchase an existing home, finance new construction or repair your existing home.
