Although Raelynn was looking at some new homes she eventually decided on purchasing an established home that would keep her payments more within her budget. 

Raelynn is now in her new home, like many new homeowners she stated, “The best thing about her new home is owning it and being able to do whatever she wants with it.”  Her new home has a fenced in yard so Raelynn was finally able to bring her dog Nicky home, in addition, she decided to add to her family by brining home a new puppy named Keelie.  Raelynn was very happy with her experience with Rural Development.  “Roxanne always kept me updated as to timeframes and what to expect, she was very upfront about costs and was a key person in the whole process.”
