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FEDERAL FUNDING AWARDED TO CANGLESKA, INC.
USDA Rural Development Funds Of $1,000,000 Assist With Women’s/Children’s Center
(Kyle, South Dakota – November 1, 2006)  South Dakota United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Rural Development Acting State Director Tim B. Potts presented Cangleska, Inc. with a ceremonial check representing community facility direct loan funds of $500,000 and guaranteed loan funds in partnership with Native American Bank of Colorado of  $500,000 to be used for the construction of a women’s/children’s center.

“This project is a great example of how federal funding can assist those who are dedicated to providing safety and empowerment to victims of violence,” said Potts.  He continued, “The facility will be centrally located on tribal land near Kyle, South Dakota and services will be available to all residents on the Pine Ridge Reservation.”

Cangleska, Inc. is a state incorporated, private, non-profit 501 (c) (3) as well as a tribally chartered organization which was created in 1996 in order to provide domestic violence/sexual assault prevention and intervention services to citizens of the Oglala Sioux Tribe on the Pine Ridge Reservation.  Cangleska, Inc. oversees the operations of ten departments including working towards enhancing the safety for victims of domestic and sexual violence, in addition to providing accountability and rehabilitation to the offenders.  

Cangleska, Inc. presently operates out of a building owned by the Oglala Sioux Tribe.  Cangleska, Inc. has outgrown the present shelter facility and is in need of more space.  The newly constructed facility will provide accommodations for thirty women and their children, as well as office/meeting space for the administrative and counseling services of the organization.  The federal funding will be leveraged with an applicant contribution of $250,000. 
"This construction project is a great example of how effective collaboration creates something positive in a community.  We're so thankful that victims of domestic violence will have safe space and the program's capacity to accommodate families in need is increased by a new facility,” said Karen Artichoker, Management Team Director for Cangleska, Inc. 
The Pine Ridge Indian Reservation is served by the Rapid City Office.  Connie Gerard is the Rural Development Specialist who assisted with this application.  USDA Rural Development has ten offices in the state that assist rural communities.  Office locations include the state office in Huron, along with area offices in Aberdeen, Huron, Mitchell, Pierre, Rapid City, Sioux Falls, Sturgis, Watertown, and Yankton.
