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DRUG AND ALCOHOL CENTER TO BE CONSTRUCTED
Crow Creek Sioux Tribe Receives $850,000 From USDA Rural Development
(Fort Thompson, South Dakota – November 1, 2006)  USDA Rural Development Acting State Director Tim B. Potts was in town today to present the Crow Creek Sioux Tribe with an award of federal loan funds in the amount of $850,000 to assist with the construction of a drug and alcohol treatment facility at Swift Horse Lodge.
“This project will serve all of Buffalo County and parts of Hyde County.  The facility will be licensed by the state of South Dakota and will have professional counselors who will work with individuals to help them over come chemical and alcohol addictions,” Potts said.
The USDA Rural Development community development direct loan funds of $650,000 and community facility economic impact initiative funds in the amount of $200,000 will be leveraged with a HRSA grant in the amount of $343,723 and an applicant contribution of $50,000 for the treatment facility.  The proposed facility will be an 8,000 square foot building and it will be able to accommodate approximately 25 - 30 clients daily.  The building will include administrative space as well as therapy classrooms and half-way house residential services for clients. 
“We, the staff of the Crow Creek Sioux Tribe Alcoholism Program/Swift Horse Lodge, Health Programs, and Tribal Members would like to thank those who have stepped up to help our people grasp a vision of a new Alcohol/Drug Treatment Center that began in 1994 by past Alcoholism Directors,” said Arthur J. Surrounded, Crow Creek Sioux Tribe Alcoholism Program/Swift Horse Lodge.
Rural Development Manager Tim Murray also attended the event.  USDA Rural Development has ten offices in the state that assist rural communities.  Office locations include the state office in Huron, along with area offices in Aberdeen, Huron, Mitchell, Pierre, Rapid City, Sioux Falls, Sturgis, Watertown, and Yankton.
