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$1.4 million to be invested in water improvements for Greene County

GREENEVILLE, Tenn.—Rural Development State Director Mary Ruth Tackett and Area Director Charles Brooks today joined Glen Hills Utility District General manager Chris Myers to announce a federal investment of $1.4 million for water infrastructure improvements in Greene County. The announcement at the Glen Hills UD office was one of 12 water improvement projects worth more than $28 million announced today for Tennessee communities (list below).
“Safe, reliable water is a fundamental building block for every healthy, growing community,” said Tackett.  “Thanks to the support of our congressional delegation Rural Development has the financial resources to help Glen Hills Utility District meet the growing needs of the families and businesses it serves.”

A Rural Development loan of $1,176,000 and grant of $224,000 will be used to increase the District's capacity with the addition of a new water tank to be built in the Cedar Creek Community, and will improve system reliability by looping supply lines. Looping enables a damaged segment of a supply line to be bypassed so that water continues to reach customers while repairs are made. The federal investment will also fund the installation of new meters that can be read remotely, helping the District control the cost of delivering water service to consumers.
Water improvements are funded through Rural Development community programs, which provide financing for drinking water, waste-water treatment, solid waste disposal, and storm-water facilities for rural residents.  Loans and grants are made to public and cooperative entities serving rural areas with a population less than 10,000. USDA Rural Development invested nearly $59 million last year to improve water and waste-water infrastructure for Tennessee communities.
