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USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT ANNOUNCES FUNDING FOR GSC CHIPOTLE
TEXAS, LTD

FORT STOCKTON, TEXAS, February 15, 2006— Billy Curb, USDA Rural Development
Business and Cooperative Specialist, today presented a ceremonial check for a $150,000 Value Added
Producer Grant to GSC Chipotle Texas, Ltd of Fort Hancock, Texas. The funds will be used to offset the
expense of producing and marketing a value added chipotle and smoked chile processing facility. As
producers of green jalapeno, Kenneth Carr and Gale Carr of Border Land Farms, discovered 25% of their
jalapeno crop developed red coloration due to maturity before harvest. Seeking ways to overcome these
losses, they worked with the Texas Cooperative Extension Service to assess the feasibility of producing
chipotle and smoked specialty chiles with the red peppers. The results prompted them to convert the red
jalapeno by-product into popular value added products, such as chipotle, to develop new markets and
relieve financial burdens placed on other areas of their farming operation.

“USDA Rural Development promotes efforts to bring together agricultural producers and rural
businesses to spur economic opportunities for rural communities” said USDA Rural Development State
Director, Bryan Daniel. “During Fiscal Year 2005 Texas USDA Rural Development awarded over $1
million in Value-Added Producer Grants.”

Since 2001 the Bush Administration has committed over $115 million to support value-added
agricultural investments, including over 110 energy-related projects. Value-Added Producer Grants may
be used for planning activities, such as feasibility studies or business plans, or to provide working capital
for marketing value-added agricultural products and for farm-based renewable energy projects. Eligible
applicants are independent producers, farmer and rancher cooperatives, agricultural producer groups, and
majority-controlled producer-based business ventures.
