The Agency’s Guaranteed Rural Housing
Loan Program offers homeownership opportunities for those who want to own a home, but have
limited funds for a down payment. In addition to no down payment, borrowers benefit from no
monthly mortgage insurance premiums. A family of four with a household income of $66,150 meets
the income guidelines in most areas of the state.
