FOR CITY OF ROCKSPRINGS
CITY OF ROCKSPRINGS, TEXAS, April 19, 2007-- Bryan Daniel, USDA Rural Development State Director, announced today the City of Rocksprings was selected to receive $35,850 through the agency’s Community Facilities Grant Program.  The grant funds will be used to purchase a DuraPatcher, which is a machine that mixes asphalt with hot oil and patches pot holes by compressing the patch onto existing pavement.  This new method will allow for a much longer life span of the repairs and will also allow for the complete repaving of streets when needed.
“This funding will allow the City of Rocksprings to address street maintenance in a timely manner,” said Daniel.  “USDA Rural Development is committed to providing assistance to rural towns and communities to help them provide valuable services to their residents.”

In Fiscal Year 2006, a total of $802,000 in Community Facility Grants was obligated in Texas.  Funds are used to enhance the quality of life for residents of rural areas by providing the means for construction, expansion, or enhancement of community facilities, telecommunication and distance education programs, and water and waste disposal systems.  Since 2001, USDA Rural Development Community Programs have awarded $1.8 billion for these purposes, and touched the lives of more than 1.8 million households in the process.
