The grant funds will be used to assist the Hospital District in purchasing a new microscan instrument, computers, and software to analyze cultures and determine antibiotics that will effectively treat certain bacteria.  
“This funding will provide updated equipment needed to deliver standard care service to the community,” said Daniel.  “USDA Rural Development is committed to providing assistance to rural towns and communities to help them provide valuable services to their residents.”

In Fiscal Year 2006, a total of $802,000 in Community Facility Grants was obligated in Texas.
