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Payments to ENGINEER for Services and Reimbursable Expenses
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Article 4 of the Agreement is supplemented as follows:





ARTICLE 4 -- PAYMENTS TO THE ENGINEER -- STANDARD HOURLY RATES METHOD





C.4.01	General





A.  OWNER shall pay ENGINEER for all services described in Parts 1 and 2 of Exhibit A performed or furnished by ENGINEER, including the Resident Project Representative, as follows:





1. An amount equal to the cumulative hours charged to Project by each class of ENGINEER’s employees times Standard Hourly Rates for each applicable billing class for all services performed on the project, plus Reimbursable Expenses and ENGINEER’s Consultants’ charges, if any.





2. ENGINEER’s Reimbursable Expenses Schedule and Standard Hourly Rates are attached to this Exhibit C as Attachment 1.

Compensation amounts are estimates only, and ENGINEER shall be paid in full for all authorized Project-related services.





4. Total estimated compensation  shall not be exceeded without the written approval of OWNER and concurrence of AGENCY.





5. ENGINEER may alter the distribution of compensation between individual phases of the work noted herein to be consistent with services actually rendered, but shall not exceed the total estimated compensation amount unless approved in writing by OWNER.
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6. The total estimated compensation for ENGINEER’s services included in the breakdown by phases as noted in paragraph C.4.01.A.3. incorporates all labor, overhead, profit, Reimbursable Expenses and ENGINEER’s Consultants’ charges.





7. The amounts billed for ENGINEER’s services under paragraph C.4.01 will be based on the cumulative hours charged to the Project during the billing period by each class of ENGINEER’s employees times Standard Hourly Rates for each applicable billing class, plus Reimbursable Expenses and ENGINEER’s Consultant’s charges.





B. Period of Service. The Standard Hourly Rates Method of Payment is conditioned on a period of service not exceeding 		 months.  Should such period of service be extended, the compensation  amount for ENGINEER’s services shall be appropriately adjusted with written approval of OWNER and concurrence of AGENCY.





C. Payments Upon Termination.  In the event of termination at any time during the performance of Basic Services for which the ENGINEER’s compensation is the amount set forth in paragraph C.4.01.A.2, ENGINEER shall be paid through the Effective Date of Termination according to the services rendered.  Provisions of paragraph 6.06.A of the Agreement shall apply in determining payment.








C.4.02 For Reimbursable Expenses





	A.  Reimbursable Expenses reasonably and necessarily incurred in connection with services provided under paragraphs C.4.01 include: transportation and subsistence incidental thereto; costs associated with obtaining bids or proposals from Contractor(s); toll telephone calls, facsimiles and courier services; reproduction of reports, Drawings, Specifications, Bidding Documents, and similar Project-related items; providing and maintaining field office facilities including furnishings and utilities, subsistence and transportation for Resident Project Representatives and their assistants, and will be paid at the rate set forth in Attachment 1.








C.4.03 ENGINEER’s Consultants’ Charges





	A.  Compensation to ENGINEER for services provided under Exhibit C includes:





1. ENGINEER’s Consultants’ charges.





2.  ENGINEER’s general and administrative overhead and profit associated with its responsibility for and the expenses of such services and direct costs.








C.4.04 Standard Hourly Rates





	A. Standard Hourly Rates set forth in Attachment 1 include salaries and wages paid to personnel in each billing class, the cost of customary and statutory benefits, general and administrative overhead, and operating margin or profit.
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C.4.05 Adjustments





	A. All adjustments to ENGINEER’s compensation shall be in accordance with generally accepted accounting practices as applied on a consistent basis by ENGINEER and consistent with ENGINEER’s overall compensation practices and procedures.





	B. The Standard Hourly Rates and Reimbursable Expenses Schedule (Attachment 1) used in determining compensation payable to ENGINEER will be adjusted annually (as of 		 ) to reflect equitable charges in the various components of said schedules.
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
